Bill Summary:  This bill approves and adopts the Kings Road/Beaver Street Neighborhood Action Plan, consisting of an In-fill Housing and Rehabilitation component and a Neighborhood Conservation District component.  This is to be the master plan guiding all development and redevelopment within the area generally bounded by Myrtle Avenue, Kings Road, I-95, Fairfax Street, 16th Street, and the CSXT railroad tracks, and it includes New Town, College Park, Durkeeville, and the Beaver Street Industrial District.  Development and redevelopment is to be compatible and consistent with plan recommendations, and authority to interpret the plan and approve projects is delegated to the Director of the Planning and Development Dept.  It is urged and requested that City staff continue to encourage and support the active involvement of area residents, community associations, the Citizens Advisory Committee, businesses, and the leadership at Edward Waters College in plan implementation.

Background Information:  In January, 2000, Council members Yates and Fullwood, with the Planning and Development Dept., determined the need for a neighborhood action plan to guide development and redevelopment in this area.  During the process to develop the plan, which involved many in the community, several visions were created, including historical preservation and conservation emphasis; rehabilitation and in-fill housing; master planning of college expansion to limit impacts on single-family residential areas; Kings Road as the hub of commercial activity for the college and surrounding residential neighborhoods, and as the main transportation corridor; and, continuation of the industrial section as a central location of light industrial and manufacturing in the core city.  The plan also makes recommendations to address zoning issues.
