ORDINANCE 2001-757-E

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND ADOPTING THE U.S. 1 CORRIDOR STUDY, DATED MAY 15, 2001, AND THE STRATEGY RECOMMENDATIONS CONTAINED IN THE STUDY; ESTABLISHING THE U.S. 1 CORRIDOR STUDY AREA, GENERALLY BOUNDED BY THE COUNTY LINE ON THE SOUTH, THE U.S. 1/I-95 TERMINUS ON THE NORTH AND THE BOUNDARIES OF ALL PROPERTIES ABUTTING THE U.S. 1 CORRIDOR TO THE EAST AND WEST; REQUIRING THAT ALL DEVELOPMENT AND REDEVELOPMENT WITHIN THE U.S. 1 CORRIDOR STUDY AREA MUST BE CONSISTENT AND COMPATIBLE WITH THE STUDY STRATEGY RECOMMENDATIONS; ENCOURAGING THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE STUDY STRATEGY RECOMMENDATIONS, INCLUDING THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AREA, A BUSINESS IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT AND AN URBAN INFILL DISTRICT; DELEGATING THE AUTHORITY TO INTERPRET THE STUDY AND TO REVIEW ALL DEVELOPMENT AND REDEVELOPMENT WITHIN THE STUDY AREA TO ENSURE CONSISTENCY AND COMPATIBILITY WITH THE STUDY STRATEGY RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Mayor’s Growth Management Task Force recommended that efforts be taken to assist in the creation of redevelopment plans and economic development incentives in order to more strongly encourage and support development and redevelopment along existing commercial corridors; and

WHEREAS, the U.S. 1 Corridor is one of the main commercial corridors for three (3) major neighborhoods that surround the roadway: Greater Englewood, Spring Park and Pine Forest/Larson; and

WHEREAS, in December 2000, District Council Member Jenkins and the Planning and Development Department determined that a corridor study was needed to suggest concrete strategies to revitalize the roadway and attract new businesses and infill development along the U.S. 1 Corridor and initiated the planning process by meeting with the South Metro Business Development District Association and coordinating with representatives from the adjacent residential communities; and

WHEREAS, a planning team managed by the Planning and Development Department Comprehensive Planning Division, together with the assistance and support of the planning consultant, Asset Property Disposition, Inc., worked with the South Metro Business Development District Association and neighborhood representatives to examine the following major issues affecting development, redevelopment and revitalization of the U.S. 1 Corridor Study Area: (1) land use and zoning, (2) economic development and (3) infrastructure; and

WHEREAS, after extensive public participation and subsequent review by the Planning and Development Department planning team and Council Member Jenkins, the “U.S. 1 Corridor Study”, dated May 15, 2001, containing strategy recommendations for land use and zoning issues, design issues and economic development issues, was prepared; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Approval and Adoption of U.S. 1 Corridor Study and Establishment of U.S. 1 Corridor Study Boundaries.  The U.S. 1 Corridor Study, dated May 15, 2001, is hereby approved and adopted as the planning guide for all development and redevelopment within the boundaries of the U.S. 1 Corridor Study Area, generally bounded by the County Line on the south, the U.S. 1/I-95 terminus on the north and all properties abutting the U.S. 1 Corridor to the east and west.  A copy of the U.S. 1 Corridor Study is on file with the Division of Legislative Services.


Section 2.

All Development and Redevelopment within the U.S. 1 Corridor Study Area Compatible and Consistent with the U.S. 1 Corridor Study.
  All development and redevelopment within the U.S. 1 Corridor Study Area, including, but not limited to, all public works projects and streetscape, partnerships with the City that require funding and all projects requiring permits, shall be consistent and compatible with the U.S. 1 Corridor Study and the strategy recommendations contained in the study, including: increasing marketing efforts related to the Urban Job Tax Credits Program; establishing a Community Redevelopment Area encompassing the northern and central north segments of the corridor; creating a Business Improvement District for the northern and central north segments; creating an urban infill district for the north and central north segments; developing landscape regulations to address landscaping screening and design issues and provide support for the aesthetic needs of the U.S. 1 Corridor as a major entranceway into the community as well as a major commercial center; establishing a program to enhance code enforcement along the corridor; establishing a program to prioritize capital improvement expenditures for sidewalks in the northern segment of the corridor; and coordinating the neighborhood revitalization efforts of the Spring Park neighborhood with the revitalization effort along the corridor, including the relocation of the intense commercial uses along Spring Park Road.


Section 3.

Implementation of Strategy Recommendations Supported and Encouraged.  The Council hereby supports and encourages the adoption and implementation of the strategy recommendations contained in the U.S. 1 Corridor Study, and as generally set forth in Section 2.


Section 4.

Delegation of Authority.  The Council hereby delegates the authority and responsibility to interpret the U.S. 1 Corridor Study and strategy recommendations contained in the study and to review and to approve all development and redevelopment  within the U.S. 1 Corridor Study Area, including the projects specified in Section 2 and all projects requiring permits, to the Director of the Planning and Development Department, or her designee, in order to ensure consistency and compatibility with the U.S. 1 Corridor Study and strategy recommendations contained therein.


Section 5.

Encouragement of Continuing Involvement.  Because the residents of the adjacent Greater Englewood, Spring Park and Pine Forest/Larson neighborhoods and the existing businesses have been of invaluable assistance in determining the future of their community and the commercial centers along the U.S. 1 Corridor, their continued involvement is essential to the implementation of the strategy recommendations contained in the U.S. 1 Corridor Study.  Accordingly, the Council hereby urges and requests the City staff to continue to encourage and facilitate the continuing active involvement of all of these parties in the adoption and implementation of the strategy recommendations contained in the U.S. 1 Corridor Study.


Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
