Bill Summary: The bill adopts the East Jacksonville Neighborhood Action Plan, consisting of a zoning component, a neighborhood conservation district component, an economic development component, a community redevelopment component and an infill housing and rehabilitation component, as the Neighborhood Action Plan governing all development and redevelopment within the official boundaries bounded by Tallyrand Avenue on  the East, the CSX Railroad lines on the West, Eighth Street on the North and the Arlington Expressway on the South (Council District 7).  The legislation requires that all development and redevelopment within the East Jacksonville Study Area must be compatible and consistent with the Neighborhood Action Plan.  Authority to interpret the Neighborhood Action Plan is delegated to the Planning Department.

Background Information: This Action Plan stems from the recommendation of the Mayor's Growth Management Task Force that efforts be undertaken to restore and revitalize older neighborhoods.  A Citizens Advisory Committee was formed that consisted of local community representatives, business owners and the City government.  The Citizens group worked with the Planning & Development Department's Comprehensive Planning Division to examine major issues critical to the revitalization of  the East Jacksonville Study Area including preservation of the community's historical development, crime and youth, infill housing and rehabilitation, land use and zoning, economic development of the A. Philip Randolph Blvd Corridor and the Eight Street Corridor, infrastructure and environmental issues and the brownfields development.
