Bill Summary: This bill approves and adopts the North Riverside Neighborhood Action Plan, dated March 2003, and its recommendations.  The bill establishes the North Riverside Neighborhood Study Area, generally bounded by Interstate 10 to the South, Interstate 95 to the East, McDuff Avenue to the West and Beaver Street to the North.  The legislation requires that all development and redevelopment within the Study Area must be consistent and compatible with the Study recommendations; the legislation delegates to the Planning & Development Department the authority to interpret the study and to review all proposed development and redevelopment within the study area to ensure consistency and compatibility with the study recommendations.

Background Information: The Mayor’s Growth Management Task Force recommended that efforts be undertaken to restore and revitalize older neighborhoods.  This legislation is a result of work undertaken by the Planning & Development Department, at the request of District Council Member Fullwood (in August, 2002) to develop a neighborhood action plan for the North Riverside neighborhood.  A Citizens Planning Team consisting of citizens and business leaders was created.  A planning team managed by the Planning & Development Department’s Comprehensive Planning Division worked with the Citizens Planning Team and examined issues critical to the neighborhood’s revitalization such as housing and rehabilitation, land use and zoning, economic development, infrastructure, crime, environmental issues and parks and recreation.  This legislation is the culmination of the study and its recommendations.
