Bill Summary:  This bill approves and adopts the Phoenix Avenue Neighborhood Action Plan as the master plan guiding all development and redevelopment within the area generally bounded by 8th Street, Haines Street Expressway, Martin Luther King, Jr., Expressway, and CSX Railroad tracks to the west of Evergreen Avenue.  It is required that development and redevelopment in the action plan study area be compatible and consistent with plan recommendations.  Responsibility and authority to interpret the plan, and to review and approve projects to ensure consistency and compatibility, is delegated to the Director of the Planning and Development Dept.  The Council urges and requests that City staff continue to encourage and support the process of active involvement by various interested parties in the implementation of the plan.

Background Information:  Plan recommendations include:  consideration of streetscape improvements for Phoenix Avenue; consideration of less intense commercial zoning for parts of Phoenix Avenue; discouraging further conversion of residential properties to commercial uses; encouraging industrial development in the area near the CSX Railroad tracks; consideration of improvements to Edwards Park; and, consideration of an area west of Phoenix Avenue along 15th and 16th streets for construction of new housing.
