Bill Summary: This ordinance approves and adopts the 29th and Chase Neighborhood Action Plan dated June 2004, and the recommendations contained in the plan; the approval and adoption establishes the 29th and Chase Neighborhood Action Plan Area, in Council District 8, generally bounded by Interstate 95, Martin Luther King, Jr., Expressway, Canal Street and Seaboard Coastal Railroad Tracks to the North of 36th Street; the approval and adoption of the Plan requires that all development and redevelopment within the Action Plan Study Area must be consistent and compatible with the Plan's recommendations; approval delegates to the Planning & Development Department the authority to interpret the Plan and to review all proposed development and redevelopment within the area.

Background Information: Neighborhood Action Plans evolved from recommendations of the Mayor's Growth and Management Task Force in an effort to undertake programs and strategies to restore and revitalize older neighborhoods.  The District Council Member, working with the Planning & Development Department, created a Citizens Planning Team in 2002.  The Planning Team consisted of area residents, business owners and other stakeholders.  A planning team managed by the Planning & Development Department Strategic Planning Division worked with the Citizens Planning Team to examine areas critical for revitalization.  Those areas were housing, economic development, parks and recreation, urban design and zoning.  Public meetings and forums were held.  The recommendations in the Action Plan emanated from the public meetings and forums.
