ORDINANCE 2005-361-E

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE RULES OF THE COUNCIL, RULES 2.201 AND 4.102; PROVIDING FOR SUMMER AND CHRISTMAS BREAK BY ELIMINATING THE FIRST COMMITTEE WEEK AND FIRST COUNCIL MEETING IN JULY AND THE SECOND COMMITTEE WEEK AND SECOND COUNCIL MEETING IN DECEMBER; AMENDING SECTION 106.201 (TIME OF SUBMISSION), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The Council hereby amends Rule 2.201, Rules Of Council, to read as follows: 

CHAPTER 2. COMMITTEES

PART 2. COMMITTEE PROCEDURE

RULE 2.201 MEETINGS

(a)
Standing Committees.  The standing committees shall have regular meetings during the first and third weeks of every month for the transaction of committee business, except for the first week in July and the third week in December; and except for the Military Affairs and International Development Committee which shall meet quarterly, or as often as the Chair at his or her discretion desires. The Council President shall provide the Council Secretary with the time and place of regular meetings, and the Chief of Legislative Services shall publish the same by posting a schedule of standing committee regular meetings in the Legislative Services Division.  Providing, however, regular meetings of the Land Use and Zoning Committee shall start no earlier than 4:00 P.M. on the day selected for such regular meetings, and further provided that public hearings scheduled to be held during such regular meetings shall start no earlier than 5:00 P.M.  Such posting shall constitute continuing notice of such meetings, and no further notice of regular meetings shall be necessary unless the scheduled time and place is changed, when notice of said change shall be published in like manner.  A schedule of regular meetings, and changes therein, shall be provided to each Council Member.  Whenever a City-observed holiday falls on a Monday during the regular committee meeting week, all regularly scheduled standing committee meetings scheduled for that week shall be held twenty-four hours later, and all deadlines for filing legislation with the Council shall be likewise extended.

Section 2.

The Council hereby amends Rule 4.102, Rules Of Council, to read as follows:
CHAPTER 4. PROCEDURES

PART 1. MEETINGS; QUORUM

RULE 4.102  REGULAR COUNCIL MEETINGS
The Council shall hold regular meetings on the second and fourth Tuesdays of each month commencing at 6:00 p.m. except for the second Tuesday in July and the fourth Tuesday in December; and except that when a regular meeting day shall fall on a legal holiday observed by the City, or on an election day, the regular meeting of the Council shall be held on the following day at the same time and place.  Notwithstanding any provision in these rules to the contrary, if a regular meeting day shall fall on a date that coincides with the observances of a religious holiday, such regular meeting may be rescheduled at the direction of the Council President.


Section 3.

Section 106.201 (Time of Submission), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 106. BUDGET AND ACCOUNTING CODE.

PART 2. BUDGETS.
SUBPART A. BUDGETS AND BUDGET ORDINANCES; MILLAGE LEVY.
Sec. 106.201.
Time of submission. 
(a)
The Mayor and the City Council President shall communicate no more than ten of their respective top policy objectives to be reflected in the coming fiscal year's budget not later than November 30 of each year. These policy objectives will be presented in measurable, quantifiable terms. The Council shall select and approve the top priorities and communicate these to the Mayor, via resolution, by the first meeting in January of the following calendar year. This list will become the basis by which the budget would be approved by the Council. 

(b)
The Mayor shall submit the annual budget proposal for the general government to the Council not later than the first regular meeting of the Council in July by filing a copy with Legislative Services no later than July 15, unless the Council by resolution fixes another date. The annual budget proposal shall be accompanied by the Mayor's budget message, by a proposed budget ordinance and by the five-year capital outlay program and a projection of forecasted General Fund revenues and expenditures for the four years immediately following the succeeding year's budget proposal. The Mayor shall comment on anticipated future problems and opportunities facing the City of Jacksonville that surfaces from these projections. 

(c)
Each independent agency shall submit its annual budget proposal to the Council not later than the date required by law for it to do so. A copy of the budget proposal shall be transmitted to the Mayor for information as soon as it is prepared, but not later than the date the budget proposal is submitted to the Council. The annual budget proposal shall be accompanied by such comments and observations as the independent agency considers necessary for the information of the Council, including comments and observations with respect to the five-year capital outlay program.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
