Bill Summary: The bill establishes the Soutel/Moncrief Retail Redevelopment Area substantially identical to that in 2006-134-A.  Secondly, it repeals 2005-134-A.
Background Information: A concern has been raised  about the adequacy of public notices and hearings afforded 2006-134.  This new bill is an attempt to resolve these issues.  As before, the bill outlines a redevelopment project within certain perimeters of the City identified as a slum or blighted area and qualifies as an eligible project.  The redevelopment project entails attracting national commercial retail to the location as the first priority for the rehabilitation, conservation and redevelopment of the area.
