Bill Summary: The bill adopts the Old Arlington Neighborhood Action Plan (OANAP) as the guiding plan for all development, both new and rehab, within this geographical area.  The bill further establishes interpretation of OANAP and development approval with the Planning and Development Department and implementation of OANAP recommendations with the Neighborhoods Department.
Background Information: OANAP is generally bounded by Fort Caroline Road on the north, the Arlington River and Arlington Expressway on the south, the St. Johns River to the west, and Rogero Road on the east.  This area is served by Council District 7.  The development of a neighborhood action plan for Old Arlington was due to requests by the Greater Arlington Civic Council, Council members, and the Planning Department in 2002.  A Citizens Steering Committee was formed and the group worked heavily with the Planning Department and HDR Engineering and others to develop the action plan being adopted by this legislation.
