1L SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN

The Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 3.54 + acres of property, which is
located north of Deerwood Park Boulevard, south of J. Tumer Butler Boulevard. east of Gate
Parkwav and is more particularly described on the attached “Exhibit 1” (the “Property™), from
Comme‘rcxal Office (CO) to Planned Unit Development (PUD). A conceptual site plan of the
proposed development 1s attached as Exhibit “E” to this apphication (the “Site Plan”). The
proposed PUD rezoning permits the Property to be developed as an eight-story hotel with up to
two hundred twenty-five (225) rooms, as well as supporting meeting rooms and ancillary uses.
The Property is currently undeveloped.

The proposed development 1s designed to provide an integrated development, with a
combination of fencing, buffering, landscaping, and architectural controls to blend the proposed
development into the surrounding area.

III. PUD DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA

A. Description of Uses.

1. Hotels and motels with up to two hundred and twenty-five (225) guest
rooms Or suites;

2. Conference or meeting space of up to fifteen thousand (15,000) square
feet;

Restaurant, including the sale and service of all alcoholic beverages,
including liquor, beer and wine, for on-premises consumption;

Ul

4. Associated hotel uses including, but not limited to, swimming pools,
sauna, gym, workout room, sports court, and business center;
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Essennal services imcluding roads, water, sewer, gas, telephone. storm
water management facilities. radio. television, electnic, land
communication devices. small satellite dishes. and similar uses subject t0
performance standards set forth m Part 4 of the City of Jacksomille
Zoning Code.

Per mitted Accessory Uses and Structures. Accessory uses and structures are
allowed as defined in Section 656.403 of the Zoning Code. As well, silviculture
uses shall be permitted until development of the Property commences Pursuant
to the continuance of the silviculture uses. the Property shall maintain its
agricultural exemption for ad valorem real property taxes until development of the
Property commences.

Minimum Lot and Building Requirements.

Mmumum butlding setbacks and yard requirements The building setbacks
will be provided for the development as a whole from the overall Property
boundaries for all uses and structures as follows:

a. Front (from Deerwood Park Blvd.)- Fifty (50) feet.
b. Side — East: Forty (40) feet; West: Twenty-five (25) feet.
c. Rear — Forty (40) feet

Note: Encroachments by sidewalks, parking, signage, utility structures,
fences, street/park fumniture, and other similar improvements shall be
permitted within the minimum building setbacks.

Mimimum landscape setbacks  The landscape setback area shall be
landscaped. No improvements other than driveways connecting internal
roadways to public rights of way, utihty hnes, permitted signage, and
landscaping and landscaping related improvements shall be permitted
within the landscape setbacks. The landscape setbacks will be provided
for the development as a whole from the overall Property boundaries as
follows:

a. Front (from Deerwood Park Blvd.)- Twenty (20) feet.
b. Side — East: Five (5) feet; West' Five (5) feet.
c. Rear — Five (5) feet.

Note: Minimum landscape setbacks may overlap with Minimum Building
Setbacks.

Common Landscape Maintenance. The owner shall ensure the proper
maintenance of all common areas, lawns, and landscaping.

Access. Access to the site will be from Deerwood Park Boulevard. The design of
the access points and internal road as shown on the Site Plan may vary prior 10
development; provided, however, that the final design of both shall be subject to
the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department and the
Traffic Engineer. Upon completion, the internal drives will be private and
maintained by the owner.

Pedestrian Circulation. The site will be developed with an internal sidewalk
system as shown on the site plan.

Signage. One double-faced monument sign on Deerwood park Boulevard up to
twelve (12) feet in height and one hundred and twenty-five (125) square feet in
area shall be permitted. Exterior wall signs up to six (6) feet in height and one
hundred (135) square feet 1n area are permitted on each side of the building and
shall be composed of internally lit channel letters; provided however that wall
signs shall not exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the respective
side of the building. The information contained on the signs (the monument sign
and the exterior wall signs) shall be limited to the name of the business being
conducted on the Property and/or the name of the owner of the Property. No
readerboard signs are permitted. No sign shall contain any motorized or moving
parts or any flashing or blinking lights. No banners, pennants, flags (other than
flags of the Umted States and the State of Flonda) or temporary signs shall be
displayed at any time, except as noted herein. Temporary real estate, directional,
and construction signs i compliance with Part 13 of the Zoning Code are
permitted.

Parking and Loading Requirements. The proposed PUD will provide a total of
at least two-hundred and forty-five (245) parking spaces for all uses permitted
within the PUD.

Modifications to parking requirements within the PUD may be permitted by an
administrative modification.

I_andscaping/Fencing/Screening.  Landscaping will be constructed and
maintained n accordance with the Landscape and Tree Protection Regulations set
forth in Part 12 of the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code. The landscaped areas
will allow for the inclusion of native or ornamental vegetation, trees. and shrubs.

Satellite dishes or other antennas are prohibited unless either (1) such satellite dish
or antenna is located on a side of the building which 1s not adjacent to a public
right of way and is screened from view from adjacent lands and any publc
roadways (but not interior streets or drives) by landscaping and opaque fencing
which is aesthetically compatible with the other structures located or to be located
on the Property, or (11) such satellite dish 1s less than three (3) feet in diameter, 15
located on the roof of the building, and is screened from view from adjacent lands
and any roadways by screen walls of the same material and color as the building.
Such satellite dishes or antennas shall be for use solely by occupants of the
Property and shall not be available for use by third parties. Any dumpsters,
propane tanks or similar appurtenances shall be kept within a substantially opaque
enclosure composed of the same matenals and the same color as the buildings
located on the Propertv such that the dumpsters, propane tanks or other
appurtenances are screened from view from surrounding roadways and properties.

Lighting. PUD lghting shall utilize downcast lighting where appropriate in order
to localize illumination onto the Property and to minimize unreasonable
interference or impact on any residential zoning districts outside of the PUD.

Storm water Retention. Storm water retention / detention system shall be
designed and constructed in accordance with the requirements of the City of
Jacksonville and the St. Johns River Water Management District.

Utilities. Electric power will be provided to the site by JEA. Water and sewer
services will be provided by JEA.

Temporary Uses. Temporary sales, leasing and construction office(s) and
trailers relating to the project shall be allowed within the PUD.,

Modifications. Amendments to this approved PUD district may be accomplished
by administratve modification, by minor modification, or by the filing of a
rezoning application pursuant to Section 656 341 of the City of Jacksonville
Zoning Code. Any use not specifically listed, but similar to or associated with a
listed use may be permitted by an adminstrative modification or minor
modification.

Conceptual Site Plan. The configuration and architectural design of the
development as depicted in Exhibits E and E-1 is conceptual and revisions to the
Exhibits, including access points and internal circulation, may be required as the
proposed development proceeds through final engineering and site plan review,
subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.
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PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A,

Consistency with Comprehensive Plan. The Property is currently within the
CGC land use categorv. which permits hotel and motel uses The proposed
dev elopment 1s consistent with the following policies of the 2010 Comprehensive

Roadways/Consistency with the Concurrency Management Svstem. The
development of the Property will complvy with the requirements of the
Concurrency Management System.

Allocation of Commercial Land Use. This proposed development will not
exceed the projected holding capacity reflected in Table L-20 of the Future Land
Use Element of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access. The Site Plan attached as Exhibit
«E"" addresses access and circulation within the site. The Property will have one
primary access point and one shared access from Deerwood Park Boulevard. The
development is designed to contain traffic circulation internal to the site. The
location and final design of the access point are subject to the review and approval
of the City Traffic Engineer and the Planning and Development Department. The
completed internal roads will be maintained by the owner.

External Compatibility/Intensity of Development. The proposed development
1s consistent with and comparable to permitted development in the area. The
Property is bounded by: J. Tumner Butler Boulevard to the north, Deerwood Park
Boulevard (BP / PUD and IBP-1) to the south, office buildings (RPI/CRO) to the
east, and a gas station (CGC/CO) to the west. The proposed use 1s compatible in
both ntensity and density with these surrounding uses and zoning districts.

Recreation/Open Space. On-site recreation amenities for the use of hotel guests
may be provided.

Impact on Wetlands. Development that would impact wetlands will be
permitted 1n accordance with local, state and federal requirements.

Listed Species Regulations. The Property is less than fifty acres and therefore a
listed species survey 1s not required.

Off-Street Parking & Loading Requirements. The proposed PUD will provide
adequate parking and loading spaces for all uses permitted within the PUD.

Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways. Internal sidewalks complying with the
requirements of Section 654 of the City of Jacksonville Ordinance Code will be
provided.
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
