ORDINANCE 2008-34-E
AN ORDINANCE RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF LYNWOOD ROBERTS; RENAMING THE RENAISSANCE ROOM IN CITY HALL THE LYNWOOD ROBERTS ROOM; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Lynwood Roberts has been described as a "true servant of the people"; and 

WHEREAS, prior to Consolidation, Mr. Roberts began his public service to the City of Jacksonville by being elected to the Duval County Budget Commission in 1964 where he served a term as Commission Chairman; and  

WHEREAS, the people of Jacksonville, elected Lynwood in 1968 to the City Council in an At Large position, and was re-elected in 1971 and 1975 where he held positions of leadership, including being selected by his peers to be City Council President three times. In 1973 and 1975 Lynwood was elected by his fellow Councilmen as Outstanding Councilman of the Year and received the Claude Yates Award both times. In 1972, the media voted Lynwood distinguished Councilman of the Year for which he was given the Richard P. Daniel Memorial Award; and
WHEREAS, after his retirement as an executive of Southern Bell Telephone Company, Lynwood continued his career of civic service by being elected Tax Collector for the City of Jacksonville in 1979 and was re-elected without opposition in 1983, 1987, 1991, 1995 and 1999, he served the Citizens as Tax Collector for 24 years when he retired in 2003; and 
WHEREAS, Lynwood’s contribution was not just public service but he also was very active in Vision is Priceless, the Boy Scouts of America, The Police Athletic League and numerous other civic minded organizations; and
WHEREAS, although Lynwood Roberts died on February 6, 2005, after many years of public service, and many accomplishments, his memory and lasting service to the citizens of Jacksonville will continue; now therefore, 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

City Hall Renaissance Room Renamed the “Lynwood Roberts Room”. That the City Hall Renaissance Room located on the First Floor of City Hall, 117 West Duval Street, Jacksonville Florida 32202, and a meeting room for City meetings and public meeting is hereby named the “Lynwood Roberts Room” in recognition of Mr. Roberts’ long career of service to the City of Jacksonville.
