ORDINANCE 2008-919
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A MODIFICATION TO THE  COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT PLAN (“PLAN”) FOR THE SOUTEL/MONCRIEF RETAIL REDEVELOPMENT AREA (WHICH PLAN WAS ADOPTED BY CITY COUNCIL ORDINANCE 2006-591-E), TO CHANGE THE BOUNDARIES OF THE SOUTEL/MONCRIEF RETAIL REDEVELOPMENT AREA ESTABLISHED BY THE PLAN SO AS TO ADD ADDITIONAL LAND IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 163.361 (MODIFICATION OF COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT PLANS) OF CHAPTER 163, PART III, COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT ACT OF 1969, FLORIDA STATUTES, AS AMENDED; MAKING CERTAIN FINDINGS AND DETERMINATIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Legislature of the State of Florida (“Legislature”) in 1969 enacted the Community Redevelopment Act of 1969, as amended (“Act”), consisting of Sections 163.330 through 163.463, Florida Statutes, and the Legislature found that there existed in counties and municipalities of the state slum and blighted areas that constituted a serious and growing menace to the public health, safety, morals and welfare of the residents of the state constituting an economic and social liability; and


WHEREAS, the Act authorizes counties and municipalities in the state to formulate workable programs for utilizing appropriate private and public resources to eliminate and prevent the development or spread of slums and urban blight, to encourage needed community rehabilitation, to provide for the redevelopment of slum and blighted areas, or to undertake such activities or other feasible county or municipal activities as may be suitably employed to achieve the objectives of such workable programs; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 2006-357-A and Ordinance 2006-591-E, the Council designated as a blighted area  the Soutel/Moncrief Retail Development Area (“Soutel/Moncrief Retail Redevelopment Area”), adopted a Community Redevelopment Plan (“Plan”), and established a trust fund, all as set forth in said City council legislation; and


WHEREAS, the Florida Legislature created Section 24.01 of the City Charter designating the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission (“JEDC”) as the sole Community Redevelopment Agency for the City of Jacksonville under the Act; and



WHEREAS, the requisite finding of slum and blight for the land to be added to the Plan was made by City Council Resolution 2007-726-A; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.
 Approval of Modified Plan.
The modifications to the Plan (“Modified Plan”) involving the addition of the land reviewed in City Council Resolution 2007-726-A is hereby approved and adopted.  The Modified Plan shall be in full force and effect and it shall be implemented in accordance with its terms by the JEDC as the City’s sole Community Redevelopment Agency.  Notwithstanding this adoption, the Modified Plan shall not have the effect of a rezoning of land nor create a legal restriction upon the use of the land included within the law.


Section 2.
 Establishment of Tax Assessment Base for land added by Modified Plan.  The Tax Collector is hereby directed to establish the 2008 tax assessment as the base for the increment related to the additional land hereby added pursuant to the Modified Plan and as required by Section 163.387, Florida Statutes, and City Council Ordinance 2006-591-E.

Section 3.
Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
