AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $329,125 (A LOAN IN THE AMOUNT OF $211,325 AND A GRANT IN THE AMOUNT OF $117,800) FROM THE NORTHWEST JACKSONVILLE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT FUND (“FUND”) TO FIRST COAST NO MORE HOMELESS PETS, INC., A FLORIDA NON PROFIT CORPORATION (“COMPANY”), TO FUND THE DEVELOPMENT OF ANIMAL MEDICAL FACILITIES, OFFICES, AND STORAGE FACILITIES (BY RENOVATIONS TO THE BUILDING LOCATED AT 6817 NORWOOD AVENUE), IN THE FUND AREA, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 08-___; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO FISCAL YEAR 2009-2010; AUTHORIZING AND APPROVING THE REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BY AND AMONG CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND COMPANY (AND “TECHNICAL AMENDMENTS”); PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, First Coast No More Homeless Pets, Inc., A Florida Non Profit Corporation (“Company”) has committed to undertake renovations to a currently vacant building and create job opportunities and provide certain animal care of benefit to the Norwood Avenue neighborhood where the project is located; and


WHEREAS, the Northwest Jacksonville Economic Development Fund Board has reviewed and approved the proposed funding and project as evidenced by “Exhibit 1” attached hereto; and
WHEREAS, for the reasons more fully described in the Project Summary, the City’s payment support for the Company’s project serves a paramount public purpose; now therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse, and shall carryover into fiscal year 2009-2010.


Section 3.

Purpose.

The purpose of the appropriation from the Northwest Jacksonville Economic Development Trust Fund is to provide funding to First Coast No More Homeless Pets, Inc., a Florida non-profit corporation, for the development of animal medical facilities, offices, and storage facilities by renovations to the building located at 6817 Norwood Avenue in the Northwest Jacksonville Economic Development Fund Area, as indicated by B.T. 08-___, and as further described in the Project Summary dated July, 2008, attached hereto as Exhibit 3.

Section 4.  Authorizing and Approving the Redevelopment Agreement by and among City of Jacksonville and First Coast No More Homeless Pets, Inc.  The Council hereby approves and authorizes the Mayor and the Corporate Secretary to sign the Redevelopment Agreement by and among City of Jacksonville and First Coast No More Homeless Pets, Inc., substantially in the form “on file” with the Legislative Services Division and dated, 10-30-08. The Redevelopment Agreement may include such additions, deletions and changes as may be reasonable, necessary and incidental for carrying out the purposes thereof, as may be acceptable to the Mayor, or his designee, with such inclusion and acceptance being evidenced by execution of the Redevelopment Agreement by the Mayor or his designee.  No modification to the Redevelopment Agreement may increase the financial obligations or the liability to the City and any such modification shall be technical only and shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval of the General Counsel, or his designee, and all other appropriate action required by law (“technical” is herein defined as including, but not limited to, legal descriptions and surveys, ingress and egress, easements and rights of way, design standards, access and site plan).

Section 5.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Referring to the Project Summary and the Summary of the
Underwriting Report for FCNMHP, a copy of which are attached
hereto and by this reference made a part hereof. Mr.
Richardson stated that FCNMHP offer spay/neuter programs on a
sliding fee scale. FCNMHP seeks to purchase and renovate a
16,000 sq. ft. building. Approximately 8,000 sg. ft. will be
utilized as an animal medical facility, 4,000 sg. ft. will be
utilized for offices and 4,000 sg. ft. will be unheated garage
and storage space. FCNMHP proposes to hire up to 54 new full
time posiéions within 36 months of project completion. Total
project assistance proposed is $329,125 in which $117,800 will
be in the form of a grant and $211,325 in the form of a loan.
The project includes the commitment of $497,500 1in private
equirty, or 42.23%. The loan will be secured by a second
mortgage on the land and building and be subordinate to a
$386,000 first mortgage with Jacksonville Bank. FCNMHP will
also enter into contracts with the City’s certified JSEBs in
the amount of $62,534 which represents 192 of the City’'s
contribution to the project. Mr. Ducharme from FCNMHP was
asked several questions regarding renovation costs and area
employment. Discussion ensued and Mr. Pappas made motion to

approve the FCNMHP request for a NWJEDF grant in the amount of
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$117,800 and a NWJEDF loan in the amount of $211,325 with
documentation indicating that employment opportunities be made
availlable to individuals in the community who live within a 3
- 5 mile radius from the location of the facility. Ms. Glover
seconded the motion.

Incentive Rationale:

First Coast No More Homeless Pets, Inc. (FCNMHP) is a valuable resource
to the community. They offer spay/neuter programs on a sliding fee scale.
These programs decrease the number of homeless pets entering the
shelters.

A number of Americans have pets, and nationally, in some communities,
lower income pet owners tend to have higher numbers of pets on
average. FCNMHP focuses their services in these low income areas in an
effort to reduce the number of pets entering animal shelters. Locally, the
north and northwest areas of Jacksonville have very few veterinary clinics.
Services provided by FCNMHP in this area will provide for a critical need to
be met. The clinic will also bring needed jobs to the area and will remove
a blighted property from a targeted commercial corridor.

Project Parameters:

Description: FCNMHP seeks to purchase and renovate a 16,000 sqg ft
building into a new headquarters.
