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ORDINANCE 2008-1093-E
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 602 (ETHICS CODE), PART 7 (GIFTS AND HONORARIA), ORDINANCE CODE, BY REPEALING SECTION 602.703 (GIFT  REPORTING), AND PLACING SAID SECTION IN “RESERVED” STATUS, SO AS TO ELIMINATE “LOCAL” GIFT REPORTING; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, on November 24, 2008, the Jacksonville Ethics Commission adopted a resolution, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit 1, recommending the repeal of Section 602.703, Ordinance Code; and the Council finds that such action is in the public interest; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 602.703 (Gift Reports) Ordinance Code Repealed.

Section 602.703 (Gift Reports) of Part 7 (Gifts and Honoraria), Chapter 602 (Ethics Code), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to repeal same, and is placed in “Reserved” status as reflected below:
CHAPTER 602 ETHICS CODE

PART 7.  GIFTS AND HONORARIA
*  *  *

Sec. 602.703.  Reserved.  Gift reports.
(a)   All officers and employees subject to reporting gifts under F.S. § 112.3148, shall report those gifts in the manner provided by state law.

(b)   All appointed employees either (1) Confirmed by Council, or (2) Serving as aides (regardless of title) to the Mayor in a non-clerical capacity, or (3) Serving as the executive director of the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission, or (4) Serving as the Library Director; all procurement related employees, permitting employees, and zoning employees; and all members of the boards of the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission, Library Board, Public Service Grant Council, and Tourist Development Council; so long as such position named in this subsection is not obligated to report gifts under F.S. § 112.3148, (collectively, local reporting individuals); who receive a gift, as defined by this Chapter, in excess of $100, shall report that gift by filing an annual disclosure of gifts on-line.

(c)   The annual disclosure of a local reporting individual shall be filed on-line utilizing a form which is substantially the same in content as that required by state law, and the disclosure shall be submitted annually, by July 1.

(d)   The City's Ethics Officer shall provide training and notice of filing deadlines to local reporting individuals so as to best effect voluntary compliance with this section.
Section 2.
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
