WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville charges various fees for specific services provided by this government; and

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville has conducted a formal review of all fees charged for services to determine if the City is capturing its full costs to provide those services, conducting an in-depth cost versus fee analysis with an assumption that services not be reduced; and

WHEREAS, when individuals and organizations that utilize these services are paying the appropriate costs for services; and

WHEREAS, the adjustments to fees are to capture the true costs of services and to create self-sustaining enterprise funds; and

WHEREAS, there are some areas in which the magnitude of the difference between the current fee and actual cost of the service is significant and, as such, adjustments may be necessary to close the gap through a phasing-in of future increases to bring revenues and expenses in line; and

WHEREAS, fee adjustments are necessary in certain areas in order to be either consistent with a public policy position or competitive in the marketplace; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 106.112.  Annual review of fees.

The Chief Financial Officer of the City shall conduct a review of the fees imposed by the various departments of the City annually.  The Chief Financial Officer is authorized to increase the fee for a service provided by the City by up to the annual percentage change in the Consumer Price Index in order to capture the cost of service when the cost to the City of providing a service exceeds the amount of the fee charged therefor. The Consumer Price Index shall mean the Consumer Price Index for all Urban Consumers (CPI-U), U.S. City Average, all items 1982-1984 = 100, or successor reports for the preceding calendar year as initially reported by the United States Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics. The Chief Financial Officer shall file any change to the fee structure with the Council Secretary and such increased fee shall become effective upon such filing unless and until the Council disapproves it in whole or in part.

Permit fees imposed and collected pursuant to F.S. § 166.222 and this Section shall be deposited into a segregated trust accounts of the City and shall be expended, as appropriated by the Council, only for the purpose of deferring the City's costs of inspection and enforcement of the provisions of this Chapter. Permit fees for required permits shall be as provided in the following schedule:

(a)   Building or construction permit fees.  For the purpose of determining fees, floor area shall be the gross overall, outside dimension, floor area of a building at each story, including all portions under roofs. In the event a developer or landowner does not wish to proceed with a fair share contract due to an error in the calculation, the developer or landowner may withdraw their request for a fair share contract.  The developer or landowner may reapply for a new fair share contract under the circumstances existing at the time of payment of the initial $500750 application fee if the application for the new fair share contract has been filed within six months of the date the formal request for the withdrawal had been made.
