Bill Summary: The bill utilizes the assessment mechanism created in Ordinance 2010-444 to establish a non-ad valorem service assessment and collection mechanism for stormwater management services to be billed on the property tax bill beginning in November 2010.  The ordinance establishes numerous definitions of terms; defines the stormwater management service area as the entire county, excluding the Beaches cities and Baldwin; establishes the cost of stormwater management services for calendar year 2010 as $38 million; and imposes an assessment of $5 per SFU (single family unit) equivalent.  The ordinance directs the Director of Public Works to prepare a preliminary Stormwater Assessment Roll for calendar year 2010; references the availability of credits, adjustments and reductions to the stormwater assessment available through Section 754.109 of the City Stormwater Code; authorizes a public hearing to be held on the Sormwater Service Assessment at the City Council meeting of July 27, 2010; directs publication of required notices in a general circulation newspaper; and directs the mailing of assessment notices to the owner of record of each parcel of assessed property in the city.
Background Information: The bill provides for transition of the stormwater utility billing from the current stand-alone bill to a non-ad valorem assessment on the annual property tax bill, utilizing the new assessment mechanism established by companion Ordinance 2010-444.
Policy Impact Area: Stormwater management funding
Fiscal Impact: The bill provides a non-ad valorem assessment mechanism designed to produce $38 million in property tax revenue to meet the costs of operating the stormwater utility for calendar year 2010.
