AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND ADOPTING THE URBAN CORE VISION PLAN TO PROVIDE GUIDANCE CONCERNING ALL DEVELOPMENT AND REDEVELOPMENT WITHIN THE URBAN CORE PLANNING DISTRICT (PLANNING DISTRICT 1); AUTHORIZING PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT AUTHORITY TO INTERPRET THE URBAN CORE VISION PLAN; PROVIDING FOR THE URBAN CORE VISION PLAN TO BE MAINTAINED ON THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT WEBSITE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville’s 2030 Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Element Policy 4.1.8A acknowledged that the “City has initiated a consensus-based Visioning process for the Urban Core, Greater Arlington/Beaches, and Southeast Planning Districts.”; and 
WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville’s 2030 Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Element Policy 4.1.8A states that “Vision Plans will result in an illustrative, guiding document based on extensive citizen involvement, coordination of land use concepts with long range transportation plans, and regional collaboration and visioning.”; and

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville’s 2030 Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Element Policy 4.1.8B states that “[t]he City shall evaluate all proposed amendments to the Comprehensive Plan as to their compliance with the area’s vision plan and any existing neighborhood plans and studies” and that “[p]riority shall be given to those amendments with the greatest potential to further the goals and objectives of the vision plans and neighborhood plans and studies.”; and

WHEREAS, Council Members and the Planning Director and the Mayor established the Urban Core Vision Plan Steering Committee which comprised of various community leaders;

 WHEREAS, after extensive guidance from the Urban Core Vision Plan Steering Committee, Zyscovich Architects prepared the Urban Core Vision Plan; and

 
WHEREAS, the Urban Core Vision Plan Steering Committee and the Planning and Development Department have commented on the Urban Core Vision Plan and their comments have been incorporated into the final Urban Core Vision Plan; now, therefore 


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and Adoption of the Urban Core Vision Plan.
  The Urban Core Vision Plan is hereby approved and adopted to provide guidance concerning development and redevelopment within the boundaries of the Urban Core Planning District (Planning District 1).  A copy of the Urban Core Vision Plan is on file in the Legislative Services Division.  A summary of the guiding principles set forth in the Urban Core Vision Plan are set forth in Exhibit 1, attached hereto. 

Section 2.

Interpretation of the Urban Core Vision Plan.   The Planning and Development Department shall have the authority to interpret the Urban Core Vision Plan as approved in Section 1 of this ordinance.

Section 3.

Urban Core Vision Plan Maintained on Planning and Development Department Website.
The Planning and Development Department shall maintain the Urban Core Vision Plan on the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department website.  


Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
