Type of Action: Levy of non-ad valorem service assessment; providing procedures for collection
Bill Summary: The bill enacts the Final Assessment Ordinance to place the non-ad valorem service assessment for stormwater service on the property tax bill.  The bill confirms the initial assessment ordinance, imposes an assessment of $5.00 per single family unit (SFU) equivalent, approves the assessment roll, and authorizes the assessment collection method for calendar year 2010.
Background Information: The Council recently enacted a new Ordinance Code Chapter 715 – Service Assessments – to establish a mechanism as authorized by state law to levy non-ad valorem special assessments to pay for certain City services, and also enacted an ordinance establishing a preliminary assessment roll and authorizing advertisement of a service assessment for stormwater services.  This bill finalizes the procedures necessary to levy the service assessment and to bill that assessment as a non-ad valorem line item on the annual property tax bill.
Policy Impact Area: Stormwater service assessment
Fiscal Impact: The bill provides a non-ad valorem assessment mechanism estimated to produce $38 million in assessment revenue to meet the costs of operating the stormwater utility for calendar year 2010.
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
