CLARK FIRST FLOOR AMENDMENT

Council Member Clark offers his first floor amendment to File No. 2011-405:
(1) Amend the Title and Table of Contents to include references for the following Sections:  

a. Existing Section 9.5;

b. New Section 9.6;

c. Existing Section 10.6;

d. Existing Section 10.7; and

e. New Section 12.3.

(2) Globally strike “Second Revised Schedule A-2” and insert “Third Revised Schedule A-2”;

(3) Globally strike “Revised Schedule M” and insert “Second Revised Schedule M”

(4) On page 9, line 10, strike “Neighborhood Department" and insert "Neighborhoods Department"; 

(5) On page 24, line 24 ½, insert a new Section 9.6 to read as follows:
“Section 9.6 Budget Contents, Waiver of Section 106.203(a) (Contents), Ordinance Code. 

Provisions of Section 106.203 (Contents), Ordinance Code, prohibiting codification in the Budget Ordinance are hereby waived.”

(6) On page 32, line 9½, insert a new Section 12.3 to read as follows:

“Section 12.3.  Reconciliation of schedules, text, codification, journal entries.

The Office of General Counsel and the Council Auditor’s Office are authorized to make all changes to titles, tables of content, Ordinance Code, journal entries, schedules, attachments, editorial and text changes consistent with the changes set forth herein to effectuate the Council’s action.” 

(7) Renumber the remaining Sections accordingly; 

(8) Remove the Second Revised Schedule A-2 and replace with the Third Revised Schedule A-2, attached hereto, which corrects the current name of the JCC recipient;

(9) Remove the Revised Schedule M and replace with the Second Revised Schedule M, attached hereto, which reflects that the Healthy Families grant will now fund 4 FTEs and also reflects the increased pension costs; 
(10) Insert a new Section 10.9 to read as follows:

Section 10.9  Amending Council Rule 6.105 (Official record of Proceedings). 

Council Rule 6.105 (Official record of Proceedings) is amended to read as follows: 
RULE 6.105 XE "QUASI-JUDICIAL ACTIONS:Official record, court reporter (RULE 6.105)" 
OFFICIAL RECORD OF PROCEEDINGS

(a)
Committee of Reference.  There shall be only one official record of quasi-judicial proceedings before the Committee of Reference .  The Council shall designate and provide for a certified court reporter to attend and record verbatim (by shorthand or mechanical means) quasi-judicial proceedings before the Committee of Reference.  The court reporter shall thereafter promptly transcribe those proceedings and identify any and all documentary evidence presented to the Committee of Reference during same. 

(a)
Committee of Reference.  There shall be only one official record of quasi-judicial proceedings before the Committee of Reference.  The Legislative Services Division shall maintain the official record of quasi-judicial proceedings before the Committee of Reference, which, in addition to those items identified in Rule 6.104, shall include the audio or video recording of the proceedings, which shall promptly be made available to all Council Members and the general public. A party may select and bring its own court reporter to record and/or transcribe all or a portion of a quasi-judicial proceeding before the Council Committee of Reference.
