An ordinance appropriating $387,430 (A 182,750 RECREATION TRAIL GRANT FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION, OFFICE OF GREENWAYS AND TRAILS DIVISION, A CITY MATCH IN THE AMOUNT OF $182,750, AND A TWELVE PERCENT (12%) OVERMATCH FOR PUBLIC WORKS’ FEE FOR ENGINEERING AND DESIGN IN THE AMOUNT OF $21,930) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION OF THE SECOND PHASE OF THE S-LINE RAIL TRAIL, AS INITIATED BY AMENDED B.T. 11-105; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2011-2012; approving, and AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE and deliver, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE RECREATIONAL TRAILS PROGRAM FISCAL YEAR 2010-2011 PROJECT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION; AMENDING THE 2011-2015 FIVE YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2010-558-E FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “S-LINE URBAN GREENWAY”; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover. 
The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2011-2012.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the design and construction of the second phase of the S-Line Rail Trail. The S-Line Rail Trail property is an abandoned CSX railroad right-of-way that runs along the west and north area of downtown in the shape of an “S” and was acquired by the City to build a trail system in the urban core of the City. The proposed Recreation Trail Program S-Line Rail Trail Phase II Project will be a continuation of the trail starting at East 21st Street and traveling northwest to Main Street. A copy of the Master Plan is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.  A copy of the award letter is attached hereto as Exhibit 4.
Section 4.

Approval and Authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City of Jacksonville, the Recreational Trails Program Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Project Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, in substantially the form as has been placed on file with the Division of Legislative Services.  
Section 5.

Amendment of CIP. 
Ordinance 2010-558-E, being the 2011-2015 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended for the project entitled “S-Line Urban Greenway.”  This project is described on the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 3, Amended CIP, June September 20, 2011 - Finance” and incorporated herein by this reference, and shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2010-558-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2010-558-E is continued in full force and effect for the 2010-2011 fiscal year.
Section 6.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

On August 3, 2010, the Secretary of Department of Environmentat Protection,
approved the Department's Recreational Trails Program Priority List. Since then,
additional funds have come available and we are now able to award a $182,750
grant to the City of Jacksonville for the development of the S-Line Rail Trail, Phase 2,
under the Recreational Trails Program.

Please inform us in writing by February 28, as to whether or not you will utilize the entire
grant amount. If the grant is accepted, then we will prepare the grant contract and
initiate the Project Development and Environment Process (PD&E Process). In the
acceptance letter, please identify any pre-agreement costs for which you request
reimbursement. Pre-agreement costs are limited to design, planning and permitting.
Be aware that these costs are considered administrative costs and such costs are
limited to 15% of the total project costs. Writing of the grant application is not a
reimbursable expense.

No construction costs may be incurred until: the completion of the PD&E process and a
Categorical Exclusion s given by the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA); the
environmental documentation process is accepted by the Department and approved
by FHWA; and all grant administrative commencement documentation is approved by
the Department. Your letter accepting the award must acknowledge that no project
construction has begun, nor will it begin prior {o when the formal Notice to Proceed is
issued by the Department of Environmental Protection.

At the option of the City of Jacksonville, the project site may be afforded Section
6{f)(3) protection of the Land and water Conservation Fund Act of 1845 [16 U.S.C. 460
8(f)(3}]. The City must have sufficient control and tenure of the project site as specified
in the LWCF Manual in order to provide reasonable assurance that a conversion will
not occur without approval of the National Park Service. The City of Jacksonville must
notity the Department that it requests Section 6(f)(3) protection by signing and
returning the attached form with a letter accepting the grant award.

Grant administration will be discussed at the Grant Implementation Workshop to be
held at Wakuila Springs State Park in March, 2011. Each project sponsor should send
two representatives to the workshop. One person should be the actual project licison,
while the other represents the entity’s finance and accounting section. Registration
and further workshop information will be sent separately.
