DEPARTMENT OF THE NAVY (“NAVY”), AND THE CITY (2) ANY AND ALL OTHER SUCH DOCUMENTS NECESSARY OR APPROPRIATE TO EFFECTUATE THE TRANSACTION and (3) ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS, INCLUDING WITHOUT LIMITATION, AGREEMENTS, EASEMENTS, DONATION AGREEMENTS, AND CLOSING STATEMENTS, NECESSARY OR APPROPRIATE TO EFFECTUATE FUTURE ACQUISITIONS MADE FOR THE PURPOSE OF LIMITING DEVELOPMENT THAT IS INCOMPATIBLE WITH THE MISSION AND OPERATIONS OF OLF WHITEHOUSE PURSUANT TO THE TERMS OF THE MULTI-YEAR ENCROACHMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE NAVY DATED JULY 29, 2009 EXECUTED PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE 2009-60-E; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and Authorization. There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, an Agreement for Purchase of Restrictive Easement on Real Property, in substantially the form as is contained in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, for the purchase of a restrictive easement over property owned by WW Family Ranch, LLC, a Florida limited liability company, near Outlying Landing Field Whitehouse (OLF Whitehouse), such property being more particularly described in Exhibit 2, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, located in Council District 11, and any and all other such closing documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the transaction, subject to the form approval by the Office of General Counsel.   


Section 2.

Authorization for Future Acquisitions made by the City and Navy pursuant to the Multi-Year Encroachment Agreement.  The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, any and all documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate future acquisitions made by the City and the Navy pursuant to the terms of the Multi-Year Encroachment Agreement dated July 29, 2009, on file with the Legislative Services Division, including but not limited to all agreements, easements, donation agreements, and closing statements, subject to the review and approval of the Office of General Counsel.  

Section 3.

Purpose. 
The purpose of the Agreement for Purchase of Restrictive Easement on Real Property is to acquire a restrictive easement agreement that will limit development that is incompatible with the mission and operations of OLF Whitehouse.  Pursuant to the City’s obligation under the Multi-Year Encroachment Agreement dated July 29, 2009 between the City and the Navy, the City will contribute $306,907, which constitutes 25% of the purchase price of the restrictive easement, and the Navy will contribute 75% of the purchase price of the easement.  The City’s contribution was approved by Ordinances 2009-60-E, 2010-598-E and 2010-867-E.  The Navy will be the sole grantee of the restrictive easement, which easement will restrict human habitation, height of structures, lighting and other operational and training hazards at OLF Whitehouse.  The appraised value and purchase price of the restrictive easement is $1,227,628.00.  
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

AGREEMENT by and between WW Family Ranch, LLC, a Florida limited liability company, having an address
at P.O. Box 239, Bryceville, Florida 32009, hereinafter called the "Vendor", and the United States of America,
hereinafter called the "Government" and the City of J acksonville, a municipal corporation and subdivision of the State
of Florida, hereinafter called the “City”.

THE VENDOR AGREES TO SELL, AND THE GOVERNMENT AGREES TO PURCHASE, for the consideration of
One Million Two Hundred Twenty-Seven Thousand Six Hundred Twenty-Eight and 00/100 Dollars ($1,227,628.00)
(“Purchase Price”), a Restrictive Easement on the land described below, subject to the terms, conditions, and general
provisions set forth on this page and on the following page and to the additional provisions, if any, incorporated herein
by attachment or reference as set forth below. In accordance with the Multi-year Encroachment Protection Agreement
(“EPA”) dated July 29, 2009 between the Government and the City, the City will contribute 25% of the purchase price
(or $306,907.00) for the Restrictive Easement. The parties all acknowledge that pursuant to the terms of the EPA, the
Government shall be the sole grantee of the Restrictive Easement.

9. GENERAL PROVISIONS

A. DESCRIPTION. The above description of the property is subject to such modifications as may be necessary
to conform to the survey (if any) made by the agents of the Government.

B. OFFICIALS NOT TO BENEFIT. No member of or delegate to Congress, or resident commissioner, shall be
admitted to any share or part of this agreement or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; but this provision shall
not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its general benefit.

C. GRATUITIES.

(1) The Government may, by written notice to the Vendor, terminate the right of the Vendor to proceed under
this Agreement if it is found, after notice and hearing, by the Secretary of the Navy or his duly authorized
representative, that gratuities (in the form of entertainment, gifts, or otherwise) were offered or given by the
Vendor, to any officer or employee of the Government with a view toward securing an agreement or securing
favorable treatment with respect to the awarding or amending, or the making of any determinations with respect to
the performing of such agreement; provided, that the existence of the facts upon which the Secretary of the Navy or

his duly authorized representative makes such findings shall be in issue and may be reviewed in any competent
court.

(2) In the event this Agreement is terminated as provided in paragraph (1) hereof, the Government shall be
entitled (a) to pursue the same remedies against the Vendor as it could pursue in the vent of a breach of contract by
the Vendor, and (b) as a penalty, in addition to any other damages to which it may be entitled by law, to exemplary
damages in an amount (as determined by the Secretary of the Navy or his duly authorized representative) which
shall not be less than three nor more than ten times the costs incurred. by the Vendor in providing any such
gratuities to any such officer or employee.

(3) The rights and remedies of the Government provided for in this clause shall not be exclusive and are in
addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under this Agreement.

D. COVENANT AGAINST CONTINGENT FEES. The Vendor warrants that no person or selling agency has
been employed or retained to solicit or secure this Agreement upon an agreement or understanding for a
commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, excepting bona fide employees or bona fide established
commercial or selling agencies maintained by the Vendor for the purpose of securing business. For breach or
violation of this warranty, the Government shall have the right to annul this Agreement without liability, or in its

discretion to deduct from the contract price or consideration thefull amount of such commission, percentage,
brokerage, or contingent fee.

E. NUMBER. Wherever the context thereof requires, the singular number as used herein shall be read as plural.
F. REPRESENTATIONS. All terms and conditions with respect to this Agreement of purchase are expressly

contained herein and the Vendor agrees that no representative or agent of the Government has made any
representation or promise with respect thereto not expressly contained herein.

G. ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS. Additional provisions incorporated by attachment or reference and forming a
part of this agreement.

H. INSPECTION PERIOD AND CLOSING.
(a) Government and its agents shall the right enter upon the Property to inspect, examine and investigate

the Property prior to closing.
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(b) TERMINATION. Government and City shall have the right at any time to terminate this Agreement for
any reason or no reason. Upon delivery of written notice of termination, this Agreement shall terminate and the

parties shall be relieved of all further obligations under this Agreement which do not specifically survive its
termination.

(c) CLOSING. The consummation of the transaction contemplated hereby for the purchase of the Restrictive
Easement on the Property (the “Closing” or “Closing Datie”) shall take place on or before June 1, 2011. The

Closing shall take place at Jacksonville, Florida, the closing agent, or at such other place as may be selected by
Government and Vendor.

(d) DOCUMENTS TO BE DELIVERED AT CLOSING. On or before Closing, Vendor shall deliver to
Government the following documents:

1) Restrictive Easement in the form attached hereto on Exhibit B executed by Vendor; and
(1) A closing statement to be executed by both parties.

(e) CLOSING COSTS. Both Vendor and Government are exempt from documentary stamps and other taxes.

Vendor shall be responsible for payment of (i) Vendor’s attorney fees. Government shall pay (i) document filing fee
and (ii) any other closing costs.

I. VENDOR'S COVENANTS PENDING CLOSING. Ft)llowing the execution of this Agreement and at all times
prior to the Closing:

(@) Vendor shall not transfer, sell, assign or otherwise dispose of or pledge, mortgage, hypothecate or
otherwise encumber or lease or sublease all or any portion of the Property or any interest therein.

(b) Vendor shall not take any action which would cause any of the representations and warranties herein
contained to be inaccurate or untrue in any respect, and Vendor agrees to keep Government informed of the

occurrence of any event which comes to its attention which may cause such representations and warranties
to be materially inaccurate or untrue. :

(c) Vendor will not take any action or omit to take any action which action or omission would cause a
material breach by it of any material contract, commitment or obligation with respect to the Property or

amend or terminate any such contract, commitment or obligation without the prior written consent of
Government.

(d) In the event that there shall be any notices of violations of law, ordinances, orders, protective covenants,
development order, development standards, requirements or regulations issued subsequent to the date
hereof, but prior to the Closing by the Vendor or any federal, state, county, municipal or other governmental
or quasi-governmental department, agency or authority relating to the Property, Vendor will provide written
notice thereof to the Government, and Vendor will cause the same to be complied with, at Vendor's sole cost
and expense prior to the Closing, or Vendor shall escrow sufficient funds at Closing or make such other
arrangements as may be possible to reasonably satisfy Government of Vendor’s compliance therewith.

J. NOTICES. Any notice, demand, consent, authorization, request, approval or other communication
(collectively, “Notice”) that any party is required, or may desire, to give to or make upon the other party pursuant to
this Agreement shall be effective and valid only if in writing, signed by the party giving such notice, and delivered
personally to the other party or sent by express 24-hour guaranteed courier or delivery service, by facsimile
transmission with telephone confirmation or certified mail of the United States Postal Service, postage prepaid and

return receipt requested, addressed to the other party as follows (or such other place as any party may by Notice to
the other specify):

Notice shall be deemed given when received, except that if delivery is not accepted, Notice shall be deemed
given on the date of such non-acceptance.

K. GOVERNING LAW. The parties hereto expressly agree that the terms and conditions hereof, and the

subsequent performance hereunder, shall be construed and controlled in accordance with the laws of the State of
Florida.

L. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement contains the entire Agreement between the parties hereto and no
statement or representation of the respective parties hereto, their agents or employees, made outside this
Agreement, and not contained herein, shall form any part hereof or be binding upon the other party hereto. This
Agreement shall not be amended, changed or modified except by written instrument signed by the parties hereto.

M. CAPTIONS. Captions used in this Agreement are for convenience of reference only and shall not affect the
construction of any provision of this Agreement. Whenever used, the singular shall include the plural, the plural
shall include the singular, and the neuter gender shall include all genders.

N. ASSIGNMENT. This Agreement shall not be assigned by either party.

O. Time is of the Essence. Time is of the essence of this Agreement. If any date referenced herein falls on a
Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday, then such date shall automatically be extended to the next business day.

P. INTERPRETATION. Should any of the provisions of this Agreement require interpretation, the party or
parties interpreting or construing the same shall not apply a presumption that the terms herein shall be more
strictly construed against one party by reason of the rule of construction that a document is to be construed more
strictly against the party who itself or through its agents prepared the same, it being agreed that the agents of all
parties participated in the preparation hereof.

Q. WAIVER. The waiver by one party of the performance of any covenant or condition herein shall not invalidate
this Agreement, nor shall it be considered to be a waiver by such party of any other covenant or condition herein.
The waiver by either or both parties of the time for performing any act shall not constitute a waiver at the time for

performing any other act or any identical act required to be performed at a later time. No waiver hereunder shall be
effective unless it is in writing.

R. NON-MERGER. Any provision hereof which by its terms would be performed after Closing shall survive the
Closing and shall not merge in the Closing or in the Restrictive Easement.

S. COUNTERPART EXECUTION. This Agreement may be executed in a number of identical counterparts, each
of which for all purposes is deemed an original, and all of which constitute collectively one (1) agreement, but in
making proof of this Agreement, it shall not be necessary to produce or account for more than one such counterpart.

T. DEFAULTS. If Vendor defaults under this Agreement, Government may waive the default and proceed to

closing, seek specific performance, or refuse to close. In the event Government defaults under this Agreement,
Vendor may waive the default and proceed to closing or refuse to close.

RESTRICTIVE EASEMENT

THIS GRANT OF EASEMENT (“Easement”) made this ___ day of ,
2011, by WW Family Ranch, LLC, a Florida limited liability company, having an address at
P.O. Box 239, Bryceville, Florida 32009, hereinafter referred to as the "Grantor", to the United
States of America, acting by and through the Department of the Navy, Naval Facilities
Engineering Command, having an address at P.O. Box 30, Building 903, Attn: Real Estate,
Jacksonville, Florida, 32212-0030, hereinafter "Grantee".

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Grantor is the sole owner of the fee interest in certain real property in

Duval County, Florida, more particularly described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto and
incorporated by this reference (the "Property"); and

WHEREAS, the Property is in the vicinity of Naval Air Station Jacksonville (the

"Installation") which is operated and used by the United States of America (hereinafter "Federal
Government") for military purposes; and

WHEREAS, Grantor has entered into an Agreement for Purchase of Easement on Real

Property (“Easement Purchase Agreement”) with Grantee and the City of Jacksonville, Florida
(“City”).

WHEREAS, in accordance with the terms of the Easement Purchase Agreement,

Grantor shall grant an easement to Grantee for the purpose of limiting the development and use
of the Property as more particularly set forth herein.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of One' Million Two Hundred Twenty-Seven Thousand
Six Hundred Twenty-Eight and 00/100 Dollars ($1,227,628.00), and the mutual covenants,
terms, conditions and restrictions contained herein, Grantor hereby grants and conveys to the
Grantee a restrictive easement (the "Easement") in perpetuity over the Property described in
Exhibit "A", of the nature and character and to the extent set forth herein.

L. Purpose. It is the purpose of this Easement to prevent any improvement, development or use
of the Property, that would otherwise be incompatible with the mission of the Installation.

2. Rights of Grantee. To accomplish the purpose of this Easement, the following rights are
conveyed to the Grantee by this Easement:

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a. To prohibit any development or use of the Property that would encumber, impede,
limit, or otherwise be compatible with the mission of the Installation and the purpose of
this Easement, and to require the removal of such non-complying development or uses of
the Property pursuant to paragraph 6.

b. To enter upon the Property in a reasonable manner and at reasonable times in order to
monitor Grantor's compliance with the terms of this Easement or at any time upon an
event of non-compliance with the terms of this Easement to enforce the terms of this
Easement; provided that Grantee will provide at least ten (10) days notice of such entry to
Grantor, except when there is a threat of imminent harm of personal injury or property
damage. Grantee shall not unreasonably interfere with Grantor's use and quiet enjoyment
of the Property.

¢. To grant or assign this Easement on the Property to any federal agency or department
of the United States of America without prior written approval from Grantor, provided
that such grant or assignment will not enlarge the rights of Grantee in the Property or
impose any additional limitations on Grantor.

3. Restricted Uses and Development Rights. Any activity or use of the Property inconsistent
with the purpose of this Easement is prohibited. Without limiting the generality of the
foregoing, the following activities and uses are expressly prohibited on the Property:

a. All activities EXCEPT those specifically permitted in Exhibit “B” and reserved in
paragraph 4 herein.

b. Human Habitation. The Property may not be used for human habitation, including but
not limited to temporary accommodations such as cabins, trailers, RV, tents, etc.

¢. Setbacks. No structure, with the exception of fencing, may be located within 50 feet of
the property line abutting the Installation.

d. Height Restrictions. The erection, construction, installation, alteration or growing,
whether public or private, of any structure, building, antenna, tower, wire, tree or other
obstruction, whatever its nature, extending more than 120 feet above ground level (AGL)
is prohibited. Upon prior notice to Grantor, Grantee, at Grantee's expense, reserves the
right to enter upon the Property to cut down, top or trim all trees, plants, vines, and like
obstructions not in conformance with this Easement. At Grantor's cost and expense, and
free from any consequential damages, Grantee may enter upon the Property to alter or
remove all structures, buildings, antennas, towers, or other non-vegetative obstructions,
whatever their nature, extending more than 120 feet AGL, which shall be erected,
constructed or installed on the Property from and after the date of this Easement.

e. Lighting. All lighting equipment, to include floodlights and searchlights, and all
protective lighting, such as streetlights, shall have positive optical control so that no light
is emitted above the horizontal plane.

f. Other Operational & Training Hazards. No operations of any type are permitted that

produce smoke, glare or other visual hazards, or encourage concentrations of birds, such

as bird feeding stations, ponds (except as otherwise allowed hereunder), and mature

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crops left un-harvested, that may be dangerous for aircraft operating from the Installation.
Controlled burns for agricultural purposes, habitat improvement and mitigation of fire
hazards must be agreed to in writing by all parties to this Easement prior to commencing
said activities. The Grantor must submit the written request for the controlled burn at
least thirty (30) days prior to the date of the start of the burn; the Grantee will review the
request and provide a response to the Grantor at least seven (7) days prior to the
scheduled start of the burn. The burning of reasonable amounts of yard debris is
permitted without prior notification.

g. Construction. New construction of any structure or edifice, and any other additions to,
or alterations of the Property are prohibited except for those improvements or alterations
deemed to be reasonably necessary to the allowed uses of the Property set forth in
Subsections 4b, ¢ and d below (including the rebuilding. of structures after loss or damage
by casualty). Grantor shall provide Grantee written notice of its intention to undertake
any construction, together with information on its size, function, capacity and location,
not less than ninety days (90) prior to the commencement thereto in accordance with
paragraph 5 below.

h. Subdivision. The division, subdivision or de facto subdivision of the Property is
prohibited, provided, however, that a lease of a portion of the Property for an authorized
use under this Easement shall not be prohibited.

i. Motorized Vehicles. The use of motorized vehicles by Grantor is prohibited, except
for in support of the authorized uses of this paragraph and except for motorized
emergency vehicles as needed. Any use of motorized vehicles off roadways is
prohibited except when reasonably necessary to support the authorized purposes and
periodic property inspections.

). Prior Instruments. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein shall prohibit any

uses of the Property by third parties pursuant to instruments recorded prior to the date
hereof. X

4. Reserved Rights. Grantor reserves to itself, successors and assigns, all rights accruing from

its ownership of the Property that are not expressly prohibited herein, including but not limited
to:

a. Controlling predatory and problem animals by the use of selective control techniques.
b. Construction of fencing reasonably necessary for the permitted uses hereunder.

¢. Establishing ponds or impoundments to ameliorate storm water runoff on or affecting
the Property or for recreational or agriculture purposes (including, without limitation,
fishing and for drinking water for livestock), and expansions of existing ponds. Grantor,
in consultation with and with prior approval of the Grantee, will be permitted to create
such ponds or impoundments on the Property, provided they are not enhanced for the
attraction of waterfowl. However, should the ponds or impoundments made attract such
a concentration of birds to the extent that they cause a training or operational hazard to
the Installation, the Grantee may modify the improvements to the extent required to
ameliorate the training or operational hazard created. Such modification work shall be at

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the sole cost of the Grantee; provided, however that in no event shall Grantee be
permitted to fill in any ponds on the Property. Grantee may also enter the Property to
implement any other bird control techniques which Grantee deems necessary, such as
placing decoys or utilizing dogs to discourage birds from utilizing the Property.

d. The right to conduct those activities specifically permitted in Exhibit “B” attached
hereto.

e. The right to utilize motorized vehicles on the Property, including the right to park
vehicles on the Property.

f. The right to install, use and maintain utilities on the Property provided they are
consistent with the restrictions in this Fasement (i.e., setbacks, height limits, and
lighting).

a. Notice of Intent to Undertake New Uses and Construction. Whenever Grantor plans to
undertake a new use or perform new construction on the Property, Grantor will notify the
Grantee in writing by certified mail not less than ninety days (90) prior to the date that
Grantor intends to undertake the activity in question. The notice shall describe the
nature, scope, design, location, timetable, and any other material aspect of the proposed
activity in sufficient detail to permit the Grantee to make an informed judgment as to its
consistency with the purpose of this Easement. Failure of Grantor to give such notice
shall be deemed a breach of the terms of this Easement. Furthermore, should Grantors
undertake to make any improvements to control stormwater runoff pursuant to paragraph
4 above, the provisions of this paragraph shall apply.

b. Grantee's Approval. Within ninety (90) days of receipt of the request, the Grantee will
grant or withhold its approval in writing. The Grantee's approval may be withheld only
upon a reasonable determination by the Grantee that the action proposed would be
inconsistent with the terms and purpose of this Easement and the restrictions on the use
of the Property included herein. If approval or disapproval is not communicated in
writing to Grantor within such 90 day period, approval is deemed granted.

6. Enforcement and Remedies. In the event of breach by Grantor of any terms, conditions, or
obligations created by this Easement, the Grantor shall be afforded ninety (90) days from the
receipt of Grantee's notice -.of non-compliance to cure the subject breach, except where
irreparable harm may result from any delay in curing a breach. The Grantee may grant a
reasonable extension of time to complete the cure if it is determined by the Grantee to be
necessary. In the event that the non-compliance is not cured within the ninety (90) day time
frame or extension of time if granted by the Grantee, the Grantee may:

a. Take necessary actions to correct the non-compliance and upon request by Grantee,
Grantor shall reimburse Grantee for its reasonable costs incurred to correct the nomn-
compliance; and/or '

b. Institute mediation or other alternative dispute resolution strategy that is agreed to by
the parties; or

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c. Institute suit to enjoin any breach or enforce any term by injunction.

The Grantee’s remedies shall be cumulative and shall be in addition to any other rights and
remedies available to the grantee at law or equity. Enforcement of the terms of this Easement
shall be at the discretion of the Grantee. No failure on the part of the Grantee to enforce any term
hereof shall discharge or invalidate such term or any other term hereof or affect the right of the
Grantee to enforce the same in the event of a subsequent breach or default. ‘

7. Costs and Liabilities. Grantor retains all responsibilities and shall bear all costs and
liabilities of any kind related to the ownership and maintenance of the Property.

8. Noise and Other Effects of Air Operations. Grantor does hereby fully waive, remise, and
release any right or cause of action which Grantor or its respective successors and assigns, may
have due to such noise, noise vibrations, fumes, dust, fuel particles and all other effects that may
be caused by the operation of aircraft from the Installation. Grantor specifically does not waive
but retains all rights to causes of action, claims and rights to damages for any aircraft accident
affecting the Property or persons thereon, including physical damages such as window breakage,
contamination from fuel dumping, damage from falling aircraft components etc. Furthermore,
this waiver is with respect to operation of aircraft by or for purposes of the Installation. If the

Installation is closed, and the base is converted to private, non-military use, this waiver shall
terminate. '

As used herein, the term "aircraft" shall mean any and all types of aircraft, to include, but not
limited to, jet aircraft, propeller driven aircraft, civil aircraft, military aircraft, commercial
aircraft, helicopters and all types of aircraft or vehicles now in existence or hereafter developed,
regardless of existing or future noise levels, for the purpose of military training, and/or
transporting persons or property through the air by whomsoever owned or operated.

9. Subsequent Transfers. This Easement shall be recorded in the public records of Duval
County, Florida and shall be binding on the parties hereto and their successors and assigns and
shall run with title to the Property.
