RESOLUTION 2011-432-A
A RESOLUTION REGARDING THE REAPPOINTMENT OF THE GENERAL COUNSEL, BROUGHT PURSUANT TO SECTION 7.204, CHARTER OF THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, CONFIRMING THE MAYOR’S REAPPOINTMENT OF CINDY A. LAQUIDARA AS GENERAL COUNSEL; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Cindy A. Laquidara is currently the General Counsel for the City of Jacksonville and she has served the consolidated government’s legal needs for over 15 years in the Office of the General Counsel; and 
WHEREAS, Ms. Laquidara is board certified by the Florida Bar in City, County and Local Government Law; has been noted as one of Florida’s top government lawyers by Florida Trend 2007, 2008, 2009 and 2010; selected as 2005 Jacksonville Woman Lawyer of the Year; 2010 Lawyer of the Year; and has been awarded a rating of “AV Preeminent” by her peer lawyers designating her legal ability and ethical standards among the highest in the legal community; and  

WHEREAS, Mayor-Elect Alvin Brown has found that the immediate interests of the Consolidated Government will be best served by maintaining continuity in the existing leadership in the Office of General Counsel; and Mayor-Elect Brown has therefore reappointed Ms. Laquidara as General Counsel; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that Cindy Laquidara is duly qualified to serve as the City of Jacksonville’s General Counsel and that Mayor-Elect Alvin Brown’s reappointment of Cindy Laquidara as General Counsel should be confirmed; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Reappointment Confirmed.  The Council, pursuant to Article 7, Charter of the City of Jacksonville, Chapter 2 (Office of General Counsel), Section 7.204 (Reappointment), hereby confirms the reappointment of Cindy Laquidara as General Counsel.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage of this resolution is requested, because the current appointment, Resolution 2010-357-A, expires on June 30, 2011.

Section 3. 
Effective Date.  This resolution shall be effective as of July 1, 2011, upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
