A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING UNIVERSITY OF FLORIDA SOFTBALL PLAYER MICHELLE MOULTRIE ON BEING NAMED THE CO-MOST OUTSTANDING PLAYER AT THE NCAA WOMEN’S COLLEGE WORLD SERIES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Michelle Moultrie of Jacksonville graduated from Mandarin High School where she was an outstanding student-athlete, being named to the Class 6A All-Area and All-State softball teams from 2006 to 2008 and leading the Mustangs to the Class 6A Final Four in 2008 while also being an AP Scholar, a member of Student Council and the National Honor Society, and graduating in the top 10 in her class with a prestigious AICE diploma; and


WHEREAS, Ms. Moultrie joined the Florida Gator softball team as a walk-on and immediately made a huge impact, earning Southeastern Conference (SEC) All-Freshman Team and SEC Freshman Academic Honor Roll recognition in her first year while the team made its second consecutive appearance in the NCAA Women’s College World Series; and


WHEREAS, as a sophomore Michelle Moultrie built on both her athletic and academic success, earning All-SEC Second Team honors, batting .389 with 4 home runs and  13 stolen bases while also being named a 2010 SEC Academic Honor Roll selection as the Gators again played in the College World Series; and

WHEREAS, this season as a junior Ms. Moultrie helped lead the Lady Gators to an SEC-record fourth consecutive Women’s College World Series appearance while obliterating the University of Florida all-time record for highest batting average for a season by hitting an unbelievable .443 with 6 home runs, 31 stolen bases in 34 attempts and only 1 fielding error for the season; and 


WHEREAS, at the 2011 College World Series in Oklahoma City, the Gators won their opening game over Missouri and lost their second game to Arizona State, but then fought their way out of the loser’s bracket to reach the 3-game championship series, falling again to Arizona State in 2 games; and


WHEREAS, Michelle Moultrie continued her outstanding play in the World Series and was named Co-Most Outstanding Player of the tournament along with pitcher Dallas Escobedo of the champion Arizona State Sun Devils, an unusual, if not unprecedented, honor for a member of the losing team; and

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is extremely proud of Michelle Moultrie’s accomplishments, both academic and athletic, and the honor she has brought to Mandarin High School and the entire city; now therefore
