AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), PART 6 (CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM) SECTION 122.605 (REVIEW, AMENDMENT, ADOPTION AND APPROPRIATION BY CITY COUNCIL), ORDINANCE CODE, TO REQUIRE AN AMENDMENT TO THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PLAN (CIP) AS A PREDICATE TO EXPENDING FUNDS THAT MAY BE LINE-ITEMED IN A CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PLAN BUT ARE NOT IDENTIFIED AS TO PRECISE LOCATIONS OF WORK, NARROWLY DEFINED PROJECT COSTS, OR NARROWLY DEFINED WORK DESCRIPTIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Council finds that large sums of capital improvement funds have historically been “warehoused” under project line items that are vaguely identified in capital improvement plans without reference to precise location, narrowly defined project costs, or narrowly defined work descriptions; and  


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such a process is neither transparent nor in the public interest; now therefore 


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 122.605 (Review, amendment, adoption and appropriation by City Council), Ordinance Code, amended.

Section 122.605 (Review, amendment, adoption and appropriation by City Council), of Part 6 (Capital Improvement Program) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 122.
PUBLIC PROPERTY.

PART 6. CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM.

Sec. 122.605. - Review, amendment, adoption and appropriation by City Council. 

(a)
In conjunction with its review of the annual budgets for the City and independent agencies, the City Council shall



(1)
Review the proposed Capital Improvement Program Plan and the proposed Capital Improvement Program Budget;



(2)
Amend the proposed Capital Improvement Program Budget and the Proposed Capital Improvement Plan in the best interest of the community; 



(3)
Adopt the Capital Improvement Program Budget and the Capital Improvement Program Plan, as may be amended, by no later than September 30 of each year; and 



(4)
Make an appropriation to fully fund each Capital Improvement Project included within the first year of the Capital Improvement Program Plan. 

(b)
Funds shall not be expended on a Capital Improvement Project (as defined by Sec. 122.602(a) and (e)), which may have been line-item approved in a Capital Improvement Plan without specific reference to precise locations of work, narrowly defined project costs, or narrowly defined work descriptions, unless and until such expenditures and an amendment to the Capital Improvement Plan identifying precise locations of work, narrowly defined project costs, and narrowly defined work descriptions are separately approved by City Council.

(c)
The City Council may amend the Capital Improvement Program Plan and any appropriations made pursuant to Section 122.605(a)(4) during the then current fiscal year, but only upon a finding by City Council that deferral of such amendment until the immediately following annual budget review will be detrimental to the best interest of the community.

Effective Date.
 This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
