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ORDINANCE 2011-461
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; RENAMING A SEGMENT OF FT CAROLINE ROAD WHICH EXTENDS A DISTANCE OF 1,821 FEET TO A CUL-DE-SAC IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 1 TO “OLD FT CAROLINE ROAD”; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, it has come to the attention of the Addressing Section of the Planning and Development Department that a segment of Ft Caroline Road which extends east from Ft Caroline Road approximately 1,821 feet to a cul-de-sac should be changed to a new street name; and 

WHEREAS, recent changes to road alignment created by the Wonderwood Connector Segment 3 project may have inadvertently created three different roads having the same name of Ft Caroline Road; and 

WHEREAS, this roadway configuration causes confusion, and constitutes a duplicate street name; and

WHEREAS, the two parallel roadways with the Ft Caroline Road name also share the same address range which may create a delay risk should the Computer Aided Dispatch (CAD) within the 911 Communications Center eliminate a road segment where a duplication occurs; and

WHEREAS, the existing road configuration and name for that segment of Ft Caroline Road is confusing and inconsisent; and

WHEREAS, two separate roadways which share duplicate street names may potentially create confusion, and elimination of one of the two duplicate streets names is essential; and

WHEREAS, on August 4, 2010, the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee determined, and made a recommendation that the public street name “Ft Caroline Road” which extends east from the intersection of Ft Caroline Road and Ft Caroline Road approximately 1,821 feet to a cul-de-sac, and located 323 feet southeast of the intersection of Spanish Bluff Drive and Ft Caroline Road should be changed to “Old Ft Caroline Road” in order to eliminate the duplicate street names and potential confusion.  The Recommendation and a copy of the minutes of the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee are attached hereto as Composite Exhibit 1; and

WHEREAS, the street name change affects the street addresses of ten (10) residential properties; and

WHEREAS, on March 25, 2011, the Planning and Development Department staff notified the property owners of the ten (10) affected properties, and requested the property owners’ participation to rename the roadway by attending a public meeting.  A copy of each letter is attached as Composite Exhibit 2; and 

WHEREAS, on April 25, 2011, a public meeting was held regarding the proposed street name wherein three (3) residents attended the meeting, and voted to change the street name to “Old Ft Caroline Road”. A copy of the summary of the minutes of the public meeting is attached as Composite Exhibit 3; and

WHEREAS, on June 22, 2011, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed the recommendation of the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee, and made a determination that there was no historical impact.  A copy of the minutes and the approval of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission is attached hereto as Composite Exhibit 4; and 
WHEREAS, a copy of the map of the segment of “Ft Caroline Road” is attached hereto as Exhibit 5; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Chapter 745 Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to change the street name of the applicable segment of “Ft Caroline Road” to “Old Ft Caroline Road”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Segment of “Ft Caroline Road” Renamed.  The name of that segment of “Ft Caroline Road” which extends east from the intersection of Ft Caroline Road and Ft Caroline Road approximately 1,821 feet to a cul-de-sac, and located 323 feet southeast of the intersection of Spanish Bluff Drive and Ft Caroline Road, in Council District 1 is hereby renamed “Old Ft Caroline Road”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of the renamed segment of “Ft Caroline Road” is attached hereto as Exhibit 5.
Section 2.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

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911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee Report

Present Street Name:  Ft Caroline Road

Proposed Street Name: Old Ft Caroline Road

Initiated by: 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee
Reason for Change: This road name is being changed to eliminate the
duplicate street name issue that was created by the realignment of Ft Caroline
Road.

Background: The Planning and Development Department Addressing Section
discovered this issue while performing field work for another issue located
nearby.

The alignment of Fort Caroline Road was changed as part of the Wonderwood
Connector Segment 3 Project. Originally Ft Caroline Road came to a “Y”
intersection with Merrill Road however as part of the Wonderwood project the
road alignment was changed to so that Fort Caroline Road now comes to a “T”
intersection with Merrill Road. Please see map below.
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The original road alignment is shown by the narrow black line, the new alignment
is shown as an orange dashed line and the locations where the pavement was
removed are shown as a purple hatched line.
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The changes to the road alignment have resulted in three intersecting roads
being identified as Fort Caroline Road and thereby creating a duplication of this.
street name. It has also created a situation in which two of the Ft Caroline Roads
parallel one another with no direct access from one from the other.

In addition, the two paralleling roadways that share the Ft Caroline Road name
also share the same address range. When street names duplicate and their
address ranges overlap the Computer Aided Dispatch within the 911
Communications Center will drop road segments where the duplication occurs.
This can create a potential for delay should the CAD system choose to eliminate
the road segment where the emergency exists.

Description and Length

The segment of Ft Caroline Road included in this proposed street name change
extends easterly from the intersection of Ft Caroline Road and Ft Caroline Road
for a distance of approximately 1,821 to a cul-de-sac. The above mentioned
intersection is located approximately 323 feet southeast of the intersection of
Spanish Bluff Drive and Ft Caroline Road.

Impacts
The proposed renaming would effect the addressing of 10 residential structures.

911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee

The 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee (“the Committee”) is
comprised of representatives from the Planning and Development Department,
the Jacksonville Sheriff's Office, the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department,
JEA, Building Inspection Division Office, Municipal Code and Compliance,
Property Appraiser's Office, Information Technologies Division and United States
Postal Service. The focus of the Committee is to remedy existing addressing
deficiencies in an effort to promote better emergency response, to coordinate
with one another to promote consistency between all entities that utilize
addresses and to maximize the resources available to promote these goals.

911 Committee Decision

The 911 Committee made a determination that it is necessary to change this
street name in order to eliminate the duplication of this street name and to
remove the potential for delay to occur as a result of the existence two paralleling
streets that share the same name and address range.

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Summary:
Ft Caroline Road Name Change Public Meeting

A public meeting was held on April 25, 2011 concerning the proposed name change of a
segment of the old alignment of Ft Caroline Road. The meeting was held at the Regency
Branch Library located at 9900 Regency Square Boulevard. Three citizens attended.
Mark Shelton attended as 911 Committee Chair, and Ellen Fales and Clay Whitfield
attended as Planning and Development Department staff.

Staff handed out a list of proposed street names for consideration by the attendees. This
list was comprised of those names that had been submitted by the residents previous to
the meeting. In addition, staff added the name “Old Ft Caroline Road” to the list of
potential street names that could be considered by individuals in attendance at the
meeting. It was identified as a staff addition during the meeting.

Staff explained the reasoning behind the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory
Committee’s decision to change the name on this segment of Ft Caroline Road. It was
identified that the current situation could potentially create confusion for emergency
responders and thereby potentially create a delay in the provision of emergency service.

Staff explained that the City would notify various City department and agencies
concerning the street name change and their subsequent address changes and explained
some of the residents responsibilities related to these changes. That was followed by a
question and answer session where the citizens were given the opportunity to ask staff
any questions and voice their concerns.

A vote was held in which the residents present at the meeting selected “Old Ft Caroline
Road” as the new name for this road. Staff explained that since it is a public right-of-way
that the final decision concerning the renaming of this roadway would be determined by
City Council. The residents were informed that they would be notified of the date and
time of the public hearings for this street renaming. In addition they were told that if the
renaming legislation is enacted they would receive a final letter to notify them of their
new “Old Ft Caroline Road” address and that the new address would take effect 45 days
after the date of the notification letter.

The meeting then adjourned.

Reason for Change: This road name is being changed to eliminate the potential
for confusion to occur as a result of having two intersecting
roadways that share the same name.

Recommendation: Approve

Consistent with Chapter 745 of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code on addressing and street naming
regulations, requests to rename streets require a review and recommendation from the Jacksonville Historic
Preservation Commission. In making a report and recommendation, the Commission shall address the
following criteria:

The origin of the street name

Any historical significance of the existing street name

Whether there are an historical structures or landmarks on the subject street
Whether existing sfreet name is part of a common theme of street names
throughout the community where such street is located

The age of the street name

Whether the street name is a duplicate street name

This proposed name change is to a street that was left intact as access to three streets
and homes off of the applicable section of Fort Caroline Road. This Road is named
after the French Fort along St. Johns Bluff, east of the subject street. This fort was
constructed under the direction of Jean Ribault in 1562.

The original Fort Caroline Road, the area that is proposed for the renaming, falls
adjacent to the old railroad bed of the Jacksonville, Mayport, & Pablo Railroad lines.
The rairoad lines ran from the old ferry stop east to Mayport, following Merrill Road and
Fort Caroline Road and the Wonderwood Connector. The Railroad ceased to exist
around 1900 and the road was not officially platted at that time with the City. The
earliest plat of the area from Plat Book 7, page 47 shows Fort Caroline Road as a
“public road” without a street name.

The proposed name will preserve the original titte and continue to be reflective of the
area’s history. The Historic Preservation Section is not opposed to the proposed name
change, however, we always recommend a marker be placed commemorating the
historic background of the area.
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MR. McEACHIN: Okay. Sorry. I was sort

of waiting to get prompted here to do this.

The proposed street name change, part of
Fort Caroline Road, Chapter 745 of the
Ordinance Code, which deals with street name
changes, requires that when a street name
change is proposed that it go before the
Commission for their review and approval, and
that's what's happening here.

We researched the proposed change, and --
although Fort Caroline Road, we're not even
sure how old it is. The section that they're
naming -- or renaming is going to be 0ld Fort
Caroline Road, so basically it will still be
reflective of its original history, its
original name.

So we're recommending that the Commission
approve this name change.

THE CHAIRMAN: Okay. Do I hear a --

MR. MOORE: Can we make it Ye 0ld Fort
Caroline Road?

MR. McEACHIN: You could do that too.

MR. ALLMAND: 1I'll second that.

MR. TEAL: Or O-l-d-e.

MR. MOORE: Okay. I make a motion that
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we -- do we need any discussion on this?

THE CHAIRMAN: I don't think so.

MR. MOORE: Okay. I make a motion that
we approve the name change of Fort Caroline
Road to 0ld Fort Caroline Road.

MR. McEACHIN: Yeah. Again, it's just
going to be a section of it; it's not going to
be the whole Fort Caroline Road.

MR. MOORE: Okay.

MR. ALLMAND: I second that.

THE CHAIRMAN: Motion and second.

All those in favor, aye.

COMMISSION MEMEERS: Aye.

THE CHAIRMAN: Those opposed.

COMMISSION MEMBERS: {No response.)

THE CHAIRMAN: Hearing none, you have

approved that name change.
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
