RESOLUTION 2011-478-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING JACKSONVILLE UNIVERSITY AVIATION STUDENTS LEAH HETZEL AND SARAH MORRIS FOR WINNING THE 2011 AIR RACE CLASSIC, AN ALL-FEMALE NATIONAL AIR RACE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Aviation Program in the Davis College of Business at Jacksonville University is one of the university’s flagship programs, attracting students from around the country and around the world to enroll in the nationally accredited program to train as pilots, air traffic controllers or aviation executives; and


WHEREAS, the Aviation Program is nationally recognized for its excellence, and in 2008 was awarded the Loening Trophy as the best all-around collegiate aviation program in the country; and


WHEREAS, this year the program’s quality was demonstrated yet again as two of its students – seniors Leah Hetzel and Sarah Morris – were the winners of the 2011 Air Race Classic, an all-female transcontinental air race; and 


WHEREAS, Leah Hetzel, graduating this summer with a degree in aviation management and flight operations, is the former President of JU’s Women in Aviation Chapter, founded JU’s Women in Aviation Speaker Series, is a member of the Alpha Omicron Alpha Aeronautical Honor Society, and is completing a prestigious internship with Delta Air Lines with the goal of becoming an airline pilot; and


WHEREAS, Sarah Morris, who graduated summa cum laude from JU in December of 2010 with a degree in aviation management and flight operations, was named the 2010-11 top Aviation Management and Flight Operations student and the Davis College of Business Student of the Year, received the JU President’s Award for Outstanding Leadership, was co-captain of the JU Flight Team, and was the top scoring female pilot at the 2010 National Intercollegiate Flying Association’s Safety and Flight Evaluation Conference, and intends to become a missionary pilot; and

WHEREAS, the performance of this dynamic duo has brought tremendous credit to Jacksonville University’s Aviation Program and to the City as a whole, which helps enhance the City’s reputation as an international aerospace and logistics center; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends JU Aviation students Leah Hetzel and Sarah Morris on winning the 2011 Air Race Classic transcontinental race for all-female flight teams and congratulates the JU Aviation Program in the Davis College of Business for its outstanding record of achievement and its excellent graduates whose success reflects so well on the City of Jacksonville.
