A RESOLUTION GRANTING AMASON’S PORTABLE TOILETS & HOLDING TANKS, INC. A NONRESIDENTIAL SOLID WASTE COLLECTION AND TRANSPORTATION FRANCHISE PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 380 (SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT), PART 6 (NONRESIDENTIAL SOLID WASTE COLLECTION AND TRANSPORTATION FRANCHISES), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING CONDITIONS OF THE FRANCHISE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Amason’s Portable Toilets & Holding Tanks, Inc. has submitted an application for a nonresidential solid waste collection and transportation franchise pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 380, Ordinance Code; and,


WHEREAS, the application was reviewed by the Solid Waste Division of the Department of Public Works; and,


WHEREAS, the Department of Public Works recommends granting a franchise to Amason’s Portable Toilets & Holding Tanks, Inc. for nonresidential solid waste collection and transportation subject to specified conditions; and,


WHEREAS,
granting a nonresidential solid waste collection and transportation franchise to Amason’s Portable Toilets & Holding Tanks, Inc. will further the purposes for which the franchise program was adopted, including, but not limited to, safeguarding public health, safety and welfare in the collection and transportation of solid waste through Jacksonville; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Franchise agreement authorized.
  In accordance with the provisions of Chapter 380 (Solid Waste Management), Part 6 (Nonresidential Solid Waste Collection and Transportation Franchises), Ordinance Code, the Director of the Public Works Department is hereby authorized to issue a franchise agreement to Amason’s Portable Toilets & Holding Tanks, Inc. to collect and transport nonresidential solid waste in the City of Jacksonville.


Section 2.

Conditions.
In addition to the requirements of Chapter 380, Ordinance Code, the franchise agreement shall be subject to the conditions recommended by the Public Works Department in its letter forwarding the application of Amason’s Portable Toilets & Holding Tanks, Inc. to the Council for action, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference

Section 3.

This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Dear President Webb and Members of City Council:

In accordance with Jacksonville Municipal Code, Sections 380.605 transmitted herewith is an
application for a Non-Residential Solid Waste Collection and Transportation Franchise from
Amason’s Roll-offs.

The Department of Public Works, Solid Waste Division has coordinated a review of the
information submitted by the applicant. The application was submitted with the appropriate fee
of $1,500.

Experience and Potential Significant Amount of Duval County Business Amason’s Portable
Toilets & Holding Tanks, Inc. is an established business vendor entity doing business as
Amason’s Roll-offs. Amason’s Roll-offs has been in business since 1991 and the president of the
company has 33 years experience in the solid waste business primarily in the collection and
disposal of construction and demolition debris and commercial garbage. The applicant expanded
the business in 2003 by the acquisition of a small roll-off company located in Clay County,
Florida. The applicant has continued to expand over time and has a total of 411 roll-off containers
currently in service. The applicant has certified that approximately two-thirds of its gross receipts
are generated in Duval County and they are expecting to grow their average monthly customer
base of approximately 250 customers by 40% in the next several years.

Financial Resources

The applicant certifies that it has the financial resources to perform its duties and obligations as a
franchise. The application also submitted financial information, which has been reviewed by
Department Staff and meets the specified insurance requirements,

Disposal Methods, Quantities, and Facilities

The applicant proposes to landfill all of the franchised waste it collects at the City’s Trail Ridge
Landfill and/or Old Kings Road Landfill and estimates it will collect approximately 1,000 tons of
solid waste per month. The applicant’s corporate headquarters is located at 273 Jefferson
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Avenue, Orange Park, Florida with the Duval County branch office located at 5465 Verna Road,
Jacksonville, Florida 32205.

Evidence of Safety and Reliability and Sanitation

The applicant requires all employees to have a clean driving record, no felony convictions and to
maintain a safe working environment at all times. The applicant has eight trucks that serve their
customers and has sufficient capital assets to secure a replacement vehicle in the event of a failure
of their frontline equipment. The applicant has provided a summary of sanitation practices to be
completed on a weekly basis, and as needed throughout the week.

Background Information
The applicant has certified that it has not been adjudicated in default on any government contracts

or bids and that there are no unsatisfied final money judgments against it. Limited background
checks have been completed by JSO’s Interagency Special Investigator who found no records of
public entity crimes. One felony and/or misdemeanor charge was found in 1988 relating to the
applicant, and one traffic citation in 1998. The first action was resolved through adjudication,
vacated and set aside. The traffic citation was resolved through the payment of the appropriate
fine. Additionally, the applicant has provided a sworn statement certifying that it meets the
Purchasing Code requirements I Section 126.104 of the Jacksonville Code.

Based upon the information received and reviewed, the Department recommends that the Council
grant a franchise for a Non-Residential Solid Waste Collection and Transportation Franchise to
Amason’s Roll-offs based upon the following conditions:

1. execution of a franchise agreement as specified in Section
380.605(a) (6)

2. submission of a payment bond, as specified in Section 380.608(f)

3. execution of an indemnification agreement, as specified in Section
380.608(h)
