A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND ACCOMPLISHMENTS OF JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE DETECTIVE JIM DAVIS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, JSO Detective Jim E. Davis was educated in West Virginia and served 13 years in the U.S. Marine Corps, ending his military career in Jacksonville whereupon he joined the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office; and


WHEREAS, after a short period as a correctional officer and three years as a patrolman, Jim Davis was promoted to the rank of detective in 1996 and served admirably in the child abuse, homicide, organized crime and intelligence units within the Detective Division; and


WHEREAS, throughout his career with the JSO, Detective Davis worked on some of the highest profile cases in Jacksonville’s recent history, including the Maddie Clifton and DreShawna Davis murder cases which led, in part, to his being named the JSO’s Police Officer of the Year in 2008, one of 29 commendations earned by Detective Davis during his 18-year career with the JSO; and 


WHEREAS, Detective Jim Davis died suddenly on June 21, 2011 while attending an out-of-town training conference, and his colleagues, friends and the city as a whole mourn his untimely passing; and


WHEREAS, the City Council wishes to commemorate Detective Davis’s outstanding career; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life and outstanding accomplishments of JSO Detective Jim E. Davis on behalf of the citizens of Jacksonville, and expresses its sincerest condolences to the family, friends and many admirers of Detective Davis on the occasion of his untimely passing.  His outstanding work and dogged determination to solve some of the city’s most notorious crimes will be long remembered and honored.
