(a)
Change orders resulting from unforeseen conditions, as determined by the Director of Public Works or his or her designee, in an amount greater than 10 % of the award amount in the aggregate must be approved by the applicable awards committee.  Change orders regarding unforeseen conditions up to and including 10% of the award amount shall be approved by the Director of Public Works or his designee and the Director for the requesting department.



(b) Change orders resulting from reconciliation of quantities, as determined by the Director of Public Works or his or her designee, in an amount greater than 10 % of the award amount in the aggregate must be approved by the applicable awards committee. Change orders regarding reconciliation of quantities up to and including 10% of the award amount shall be approved by the Director of Public Works or his designee, and the Director for the requesting department.



(c) Change orders resulting from errors and omissions, as determined by the Director of Public Works or his or her designee, in an amount greater than 10 % of the award amount in the aggregate must be approved by the applicable awards committee. Change orders regarding errors and omissions up to and including 10% of the award amount shall be approved by the Director of Public Works or his designee, and the Director for the requesting department.




(d)
Except as stated in 7(a) (b) and (c) above, all change orders related to procurements subject to GGAC approval must be approved by the GGAC.
