ORDINANCE 2011-537-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE FAIR SHARE ASSESSMENT CONTRACT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND JLC SUNCOAST REALTY II, LLC, A GEORGIA LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY (CCAS# 50107), ASSIGNED TO SAN PABLO DEVELOPMENT, LP, A GEORGIA LIMITED PARTNERSHIP, for a project known as “SEAGRASS”, consisting of a MAXIMUM OF 250 ADDITIONAL APARTMENT UNITS on approximately (22.8 ACRES OF PROPERTY LOCATED ON SAN PABLO ROAD BETWEEN ATLANTIC BOULEVARD AND IBIS POINT BOULEVARD, AS DESCRIBED THEREIN (COUNCIL DISTRICT 3) APPROVED PER ORDINANCE 2008-223-E, EXTENDING THE DURATION FIVE years, PURSUANT TO PART 3, CHAPTER 655, ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Section 163.3180 (11), Florida Statutes, and Part 3, Chapter 655, Ordinance Code, authorize the City to enter into fair share assessment contracts with landowners and developers, subject to the procedures and requirements set forth therein; and


WHEREAS, the City Council approved the Fair Share Assessment Application and Contract ("Contract") between the City of Jacksonville and JLC Suncoast Realty II, LLC, a Georgia limited liabity company, (CCAS/CRC No. 50107) for a project known as “Seagrass”, consisting of a maximum of an additional 250 apartment units on approximately (22.8 acres located on San Pablo Road between Atlantic Boulevard and Ibis Point Boulevard, as more particularly described in the Contract (Council District 3), with a term of 3 years and a fair share assessment amount of $443,573 in Fair Share Fund Sector 2.1; and

WHEREAS, the Contract was entered into on June 20, 2008 and is recorded on Book 14675 and Page 236 of the public records of Duval County;  
WHEREAS, JLC Suncoast Realty II, LLC, a Georgia limited liabity company, assigned the rights of under the fair share contract to San Pablo Development, LP, a Georgia limited partnership on August 4, 2011, 
WHEREAS, San Pablo Development, LP wishes to amend the Contract in order to 1) extend the expiration date of the Contract five years; and
WHEREAS, the required public hearings were held by the appropriate committee of reference and full City Council, with due public notice having been provided, pursuant to Section 655.305, Ordinance Code, Section 166.041, Florida Statutes and Rule 3.601, Council Rules; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval of Amendment to Contract.  The First Amendment to Fair Share Assessment Application and Contract between the City of Jacksonville and JLC Suncoast Realty II, LLC, a Georgia limited liabity company, as ssigned to San Pablo Development, LP, a Georgia limited partnership, in substantially the same form as the on file document labeled “Fair Share Amendment, August 5, 2011 – TEU, On File” is approved and the Director of Planning and Development is hereby authorized to execute said Amendment on behalf of the City.


Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon the signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s Signature.
