Bill Summary: This ordinance concerns a continuation grant.  The ordinance appropriates $296,622 in Federal Emergency Shelter Grant ((“ESG”) funds to provide housing assistance and related supportive services within Duval County through Catholic Charities Bureau, Inc. and I. M. Sulzbacher Center for the Homeless, Inc., as initiated by B. T. 12-004; provides a carryover of funds; provides for purpose; provides for further Council action if revenue differs; provides for Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver documents relating to the award.
Background:  The Emergency Shelter Grants program provides homeless persons with basic shelter and essential supportive service.  It can assist with the operational costs of the shelter facility, and for the administration of the grant.  ESG also provides short-term homeless prevention assistance to persons at imminent risk of losing their own housing due to eviction, foreclosure or utility shutoffs.  Grantees, except for state governments, must match ESG grant funds dollar for dollar with their own locally generated amounts.  Catholic Charities and Sulzbacher are required to match their grant funds.
