Background:  The Help America Vote Act stems from the aftermath of voting in Florida in the Presidential election of 2000.  HAVA funds are allocated for voter reform measures, particularly voter education undertakings.  The funding in this particular appropriation is allocated for mailing sample ballots to voters.
