An act relating to the charter of the City of

thereof to amend the commencement and termination
dates of terms of JPA board members; providing an

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Florida:
Section 1. - Commencement and Termination Dates of Terms
of Jacksonville Port Authority (JPA) Board Members Amended.-
Chapter 2004-465, Laws of Florida, is hereby amended, in
pertinent part, for the purpose of aménding the commencement
date of terms of Jacksonville Port Authority (JPA) beard
members, by amending Section 1 subsection (2) of the charter

of the JPA to read as follows:

Section 1. - Creation of Jacksonville Port Authority.

* * *
(2) The governing body for the Jacksonville Port Authority
shall consist of seven members, four of whom shall be

appointed by the Mayor of the City of Jacksonville with the
confirmation of the council of the City of Jacksonville, and
three of whom shall be appointed by the Governor of Florida
with the confirmation of the Senate. Members shall serve for

terms of 4 years commencing on October 1lst of the year of the
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appointment or for the unexpiréd portion of a term deemed to
have commenced on October 1st. Members of the authority,
during their terms, shall serve at the pleasure of the Mayor
or Governor, whoever appointed the member. Members shall
continue to serve on the authority wuntil their death,
resignation, removal, or until their respective successors are
appointed and confirmed. A vacancy occurring during a term of
an appointed member on the authority, shall be filled only for
the balance of the unexpired term unless otherwise specified
in the appointment and confirmation. Any member appointed to
the authority for two consecutive full terms shall not be
eligible for appointment to the authority for the next
succeeding term. Provided,' however, notwithstanding the
above, members initially appoﬁnted to the authority shall
serve 1in staggered terms to provide continuity of experience
to the authority with two gubernatorial appointments and two
mayoral appointments being for initial 2-year terms, which
shall count as a full term for purposes of term limits herein.

Provided further, however, notwithstanding the above,

effective July 1, 2013, (i) the commencement date for a

member’s term shall be changed from October 1 to July 1, and

(ii) the terms of members that commenced on October 1, 2009

and October 1, 2011 shall expire on June 30, 2013 and June 30,

2015, respectively.

Section 2. This act shall take effect upon becoming a

law.
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
