BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Amending Chapter 10 (Organization of the Council), Section 10.104 (Office Expenses of Council Members), Ordinance Code.

Chapter 10 (Organization of the Council), Section 10.104 (Office Expenses of Council Members), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read: 
CHAPTER 10. 
ORGANIZATION OF THE COUNCIL.


Sec. 10.104. - Office expenses of Council members.

Clerical assistance shall be provided by City employees detailed to the office, subject to the civil service law and the civil service and personnel rules and regulations adopted by the Chief of Human Resources; provided, that temporary employees may be used for after-hours, weekend or special work or when the workload of the office temporarily increases, but the salaries or wages of the temporary employees shall be paid out of the funds available for clerical assistance.

Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 602.302, Ordinance Code, and in order to encourage Council Members to spend as much time at City Hall as possible, Council Members may utilize the City’s communications and computer networks while in City Hall to maintain connections with their private business interests so long as such communications and networking results in no special cost to the City.
