WHEREAS, such appeal was timely filed and the appellant has standing to appeal; now therefore

Section 1.

Adoption of recommended findings and conclusions.

The Land Use and Zoning Committee (the “Committee”) reviewed the Notice of Appeal and Record
of Proceedings before the Planning Commission regarding Application E-11-45, including the above-
referenced Application, the Report of the Planning and Development Department, the Final Order issued by
the Planning Commission, the applicable portions of the transcript or transcripts of the Planning Commission
meeting(s) and documentary evidence submitted to the Planning Commission. Additionally, the Committee
heard testimony and received and reviewed documentary evidence presented at the Committee meeting and
public hearing held on October 18, 2011.

There shall be no more than one freestanding sign on the subject property which shall
be a monument style sign and which shall be no more than 200 square feet in advertising area
on each side, and no more than 35 feet in height, subject to review and approval of the
Planning and Development Department.

3. Application E-11-45 is APPROVED as conditioned.
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
