AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 20.0( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12 on falkland road east BETWEEN falkland road AND chaffee road (A PORTION OF R.E. NO(s). 008969-0015), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY k. j. lapointe and company, FROM rld-80 (residential low density-80) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit single family residential uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE glen eagle PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, K. J. LaPointe and Company, the owner(s) of approximately 20.0( acres located in Council District 12 on Falkland Road East between Falkland Road and Chaffee Road (a portion of R.E. No(s). 008969-0015), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RLD-80 (Residential Low Density-80) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RLD-80 (Residential Low Density-80) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated July 20, 2011 and written description dated July 20, 2011 for the Glen Eagle PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit single family residential uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.

no closer than two hundred (200) feet apart, as provided in the Zoning Code. Such freestanding
signs shall be of a monument style or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development
Department, not to exceed twenty-five (25) feet in height, and shall have architectural elements
and design consistent with the buildings with which they are associated. NA

(3) Wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the occupancy frontage of
the building abutting a public right-of-way are permitted. NA

(4) One (1) under-the-canopy sign per occupancy, not exceeding a maximum of eight (8)
square feet in area per sign, is permitted, provided that any square footage used for an
under-the-canopy sign shall be subtracted from the maximum allowable square footage for
wall signs on the building in question. NA

(5) Directional signs shall not exceed four (4) square feet.  NA
