AN ORDINANCE REGARDING UNDERGROUND UTILITY INSTALLATION PURSUANT TO PART 3 (UNDERGROUND POWER AND COMMUNICATIONS PROGRAM AREA), CHAPTER 714 (NEIGHBORHOOD ASSESSMENT PROGRAMS), ORDINANCE CODE; ESTABLISHING THE 1800 BLOCK SEMINOLE ROAD NEIGHBORHOOD ASSESSMENT PROGRAM FOR THE PURPOSE OF CONVERTING ELECTRIC, TELEPHONE, CABLE AND COMMUNICATION LINES FROM OVERHEAD TO UNDERGROUND WITH AN ESTIMATED COST OF $9,703.30 PER PROPERTY WITHIN THE 1800 BLOCK SEMINOLE ROAD NEIGHBORHOOD ASSESSMENT PROGRAM; AUTHORIZING AND REQUESTING JEA TO CONVERT AND FUND THE CONVERSION OF UTILITIES; EXPRESSING INTENT TO USE THE UNIFORM METHOD FOR COLLECTING NON-AD VALOREM SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS TO DEFRAY THE COSTS OF THE CONVERSION AS AUTHORIZED BY SECTION 197.3632, FLA. STAT.; WAIVING SECTION 714.107 (LEVY OF ASSESSMENTS), PART 1 (GENERAL PROGRAM PROVISIONS), CHAPTER 714 (NEIGHBORHOOD ASSESSMENT PROGRAMS), ORDINANCE CODE IN ORDER TO USE THE UNIFORM METHOD FOR COLLECTING NON-AD VALOREM SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE


WHEREAS, pursuant to Part 3 (Underground Power and Communications Program Area), Chapter 714 (Neighborhood Assessment Programs), Ordinance Code, the property owners in the 1800 block of Seminole Street in Council District 14 requested JEA to prepare a rough preliminary cost estimate and to define an area for conversion of utilities from overhead to underground; and
WHEREAS, JEA has performed the preliminary study and rough preliminary cost estimate and defined an area for conversion based on property owner interest and system operational requirements; and

WHEREAS, the property owners have filed a petition with the Chief of Legislative Services along with the required filing fee for the establishment of the 1800 Block Seminole Road Neighborhood Assessment Program Area, based upon the preliminary study; and

WHEREAS, JEA has determined that the petition submitted by ten (10) of the ten (10) properties in the 1800 Block of Seminole Road comprise at least three-fourths (75 percent) of the owners of properties located within the neighborhood benefited by the conversion of utilities from overhead to underground; and

WHEREAS, in order for assessments to be collected by the Uniform Method on the November 2012 Tax Notice, section 197.3632, Florida Statutes, requires that a resolution to such effect be adopted at a public hearing held prior to January 1, 2012, with such hearing noticed in compliance therewith for four (4) consecutive weeks prior; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Establishing the 1800 Block Seminole Road Neighborhood Assessment Program.  Pursuant to Part 3 (Underground Power and Communications Program Area), Chapter 714 (Neighborhood Assessment Programs), Ordinance Code, the City Council hereby establishes the 1800 Block Seminole Road Neighborhood Assessment Program for the conversion of utilities from overhead to underground per the Petition, Exhibit 1, filed by the owners of ten (10) of the ten (10) situate properties in the 1800 Block of Seminole Road, with the costs of such conversion offset by assessments as set forth in the Petition, with the costs of such conversion estimated to be $9,703.30 per property.

Section 2.

Authorizing JEA to perform and fund the conversion of utilities from overhead to underground.  Pursuant to Sections 714.304(f) and 714.305, Ordinance Code, the City Council authorizes and requests JEA to convert and fund the conversion of overhead utilities to underground on the 1800 Block of Seminole Road consistent with the Petition, Exhibit 1.  The funding shall be offset by the assessments described in Section 3 of this ordinance and the Petition, Exhibit 1.

Section 3.

Expressing Intent to Use Uniform Tax Notice Method of Collection.  The assessments which will be imposed in order to offset the costs of the conversion of utilities from overhead to underground along the 1800 block of Seminole Road as authorized under Part 3 (Underground Power and Communications Program Area), Chapter 714 (Neighborhood Assessment Programs), Ordinance Code, are to be collected using the Uniform Method by the Tax Collector on the November 2012 Tax Notice, as authorized and provided at section 197.3632, Florida Statutes.  The levy of the assessments is needed in order to defray the costs of converting utilities from overhead to underground and will be imposed against the benefited properties legally described in the Petition, Exhibit 1.     

Section 4.

Section 714.107, Ordinance Code waived. The provisions of Section 714.107 (Levy of Assessments), Part 1 (General Program Provisions), Chapter 714 (Neighborhood Assessment Programs), Ordinance Code, are hereby waived for the purpose of waiving any requirement for levying assessments under Chapter 170, Florida Statutes, as the City will levy and collect assessments per section 197.3632, Florida Statutes.

Section 5.

Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
