Bill Summary: This bill confirms the membership category change for William T. Spinner on the Industrial Technical Advisory Committee, from residential property owner to commercial property developer, for the remainder of his current term ending June 30, 2012.

Background Information: The Industrial Technical Advisory Committee is established pursuant to Chapter 30, Part 7, Ordinance Code, and charged to review and make recommendations to the Planning and Development Department on proposed land use changes, and rezonings in Areas of Situational Compatibility and Industrial Sanctuaries; review and make recommendations to the Planning and Development Department concerning text changes to the Comprehensive Plan and proposed changes to the Zoning Code which relate to Areas of Situational Compatibility and Industrial Sanctuaries; and review and make recommendations to the City Council as to the creation or expansion of Areas of Situational Compatibility and Industrial Sanctuaries.

Section 30.702, Ordinance Code, provides that the seven members of the Industrial Technical Advisory Committee shall be nominated by the Council President and appointed by the Council, in various categories, including a commercial property developer.  Mr. Spinner currently serves in the residential property owner category.  Because Mr. Spinner is also a commercial property developer, the Planning and Development Department would like to adjust him to a more appropriate category.  He will fill the category slot being vacated by Peter Anderson.
Mr. Spinner received a master’s degree in construction management from Florida International University and is a certified general contractor and a licensed real estate sales associate.  He owns Spinner Construction, Inc., specializing in commercial and industrial development.  Mr. Spinner resides in the Avondale area within Council District #14.
