RESOLUTION 2011-610-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND CONGRATULATING THE DOUGLAS ANDERSON SCHOOL OF THE ARTS WIND SYMPHONY UPON THE OCCASION OF ITS INVITATION TO PERFORM AT THE 2011 MIDWEST CLINIC; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Midwest Clinic exists exclusively for educational purposes to raise standards, improve methods, develop new techniques, disseminate information, appraise literature, and hold clinics, lectures, and demonstrations, all for the betterment of music education and to assist those involved or interested in this profession; and

WHEREAS, the Midwest Clinic is the world’s largest instrumental music conference, providing approximately eighty clinic sessions, showcasing more than three hundred fifty exhibitors, and presenting over forty concerts including orchestras, concert bands, jazz bands, and chamber music ensembles for nearly sixteen thousand participants from all fifty states and more than thirty countries; and


WHEREAS, the 65th Annual Midwest Clinic will be held December 14-17, 2011, in Chicago, Illinois, and groups selected to perform at the conference have undergone a rigorous application process from a pool of more than one hundred fifty applicants; and


WHEREAS, the Douglas Anderson School of the Arts Wind Symphony has justly earned a reputation as one of the finest symphonic organizations in Florida, and its determined excellence and countless hours of demanding labor have gained it a much-coveted invitation to perform at the prestigious 2011 Midwest Clinic, making it one of only a few high school bands chosen for this tremendous honor; and


WHEREAS, the Douglas Anderson School of the Arts Wind Symphony, under the capable leadership of conductor Shawn Barat,  is deserving of recognition and honor for the dedication and hard work which have earned it a place at the 2011 Midwest Clinic, and for the positive recognition which this invitation has brought to the City of Jacksonville; now, therefore
