A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND CIVIC CONTRIBUTIONS OF WILLIAM “PETE” LOFTIN UPON THE OCCASION OF HIS PASSING; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, William “Pete” Loftin was born and raised in eastern North Carolina and worked for the Evinrude Motors division of Outboard Marine Corporation before moving to Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, in Jacksonville Mr. Loftin opened Outboard, Inc., a boat and motor dealership which he and his wife Dorothy ran for over 40 years during which he also was a vital contributor to many marine-related activities and organizations in Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, Pete Loftin served as President of the Jacksonville Marine Association, the Marine Industries Association of Florida (of which he was a founding member), and the Marine Retailers Association of America; was a founding member and long-time board member of the Greater Jacksonville Kingfish Tournament; and helped to organize and/or served on the boards of the Jacksonville Commodores League, the Northeast Florida Marlin Association and the Jacksonville Offshore Sport Fishing Club; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Loftin’s dedication and contributions to marine and fishing interests was recognized with numerous commendations and awards, including the Greater Jacksonville Kingfish Tournament’s Walter Murr Award for outstanding volunteer work, the Jacksonville Offshore Sport Fishing Club’s Sportsman of the Year Award, the Marine Retailers Association’s Irv Rosenthal Award for service to the industry and election to the Association’s Hall of Fame, the City of Jacksonville’s Andy Anderson Award for outstanding service to recreational boating, and the Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce’s Small Business Person of the Year Award; and


WHEREAS, Pete Loftin was also a dedicated member of the Board of Elders of Bethlehem Lutheran Church in Jacksonville and an active member of the Gideons ministry in both Jacksonville and Bangor, Maine where he had a summer home, and while in Bangor also was a dedicated member of the Troop Greeters who welcome military men and women departing to or arriving home from overseas at the Bangor International Airport at all hours of the day and night to show the country’s love and respect for their service; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Loftin’s recent passing has saddened all who knew him and his work and has caused us all to remember and appreciate the many outstanding contributions he has made to Jacksonville and the Northeast Florida community over the last 40 plus years; now therefore
