TRANSPORTATION, ENERGY AND UTILITIES AMENDMENT

The Transportation, Energy and Utilities Committee offers its second amendment to File No. 2011-613:
(1) On page 1, Line 5, strike “CONCERNING THE APPEAL BY” and insert “GRANTING THE APPEAL OF”; 

(2) On page 3, lines 4-6 strike Section 2 in its entirety and insert new Sections 2, 3, and 4 to read as follows:

“Section 2.
Finding of Sufficiency. The Council finds that the appeal was complete, timely filed and the appellant had standing. 

Section 3.
 
Finding Regarding Application of Criteria.  The City Council finds that the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee failed to fully apply the criteria set forth in Section 745.223, Ordinance Code, in that the decisions of the Committee with regard to all properties along the roadway, if all approved, would have failed to resolve the non-logical pattern or sequence along the roadway in a manner consistent with the public interest.
Section 4.

Grant of Appeal.  Based upon the findings in Section 3 above, the appeal of the re-assignment of the street address of 6639 Southpoint Parkway, Suite 107 to a new street address of 6559 Southpoint Parkway, Suite 107 is GRANTED. The decision of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee shall be reversed and the appellant’s street address shall remain 6639 Southpoint Parkway, Suite 107.  This matter is remanded to the 911 Addressing Committee for entry of an order consistent herewith.”; and
(3) Renumber the remaining Sections; and
(4) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
