ORDINANCE 2011-616
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE SETTLEMENT IN EMINENT DOMAIN OF THE OWNERS’ DAMAGES IN A TOTAL AMOUNT OF $146,200.00 AND STATUTORY ATTORNEY’S FEES IN THE AMOUNT OF $19,800.00 AND RECOVERABLE COSTS IN THE AMOUNT OF $6,664.38, FOR A TOTAL MONETARY SETTLEMENT OF $172,664.38, WITH THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THE PREVIOUSLY DEPOSITED AMOUNT AND THE TOTAL MONETARY SETTLEMENT BEING $86,464.38, ALL RESULTING FROM THE CONDEMNATION OF PARCELS 118 AND 718, IN RELATION TO THE GREENLAND ROAD PROJECT IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 5, IN THE PROCEEDING STYLED CITY OF JACKSONVILLE V. FRANKLIN D. CHAPMAN, ET AL., CASE NO. 2007—CA-000951; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville filed an eminent domain action in the proceeding styled City of Jacksonville v. Franklin D. Chapman, et al., Case No. 2007-CA-000951 to condemn certain real property located in Duval County, Florida, Council District 5, for the construction of roadway and related improvements to Greenland Road (hereafter “the Project”); and


WHEREAS, as part of the Project, The City acquired 6,424 square feet in fee simple to widen Greenland Road and 1,403 square feet for temporary construction space from property owned by Taylor Concrete and Supply, Inc. and Tarmac America, LLC (hereafter “the Owners”); and


WHEREAS, the City and the Owners disputed the value of the damages associated with the condemnation, as more particularly described in the Memorandum dated September 6, 2011, from Twane Duckworth to Steven E. Rohan and Margaret M. Sidman, which Memorandum has been placed on file with the Legislative Services Division; and


WHEREAS, the parties have engaged in settlement discussions for claims in excess of the previously deposited $86,200.00, the parties reached a proposed settlement of the Owners’ damages in the amount of $146,200.00 and statutory attorney’s fees in the amount of $19,800.00 and recoverable costs in the amount of $6,664.38 for a total monetary settlement of $172,664.38, the difference between the previously deposited amount and the monetary amount is  $86,464.38, which settlement is supported by the City’s Real Estate Division and the Office of General Counsel; and


WHEREAS, Sections 112.307(a)(2)(iii) and 112.308 of the Jacksonville Municipal Code require that the City Council approve a settlement when the total amount of the settlement is $50,000.00 more than the amount of money posted by the City at the time of the Order of Taking; and


WHEREAS, the City Council finds it to be in the best interests of the public to agree to the terms of the settlement agreement rather than incur the costs and risks of trial; and


WHEREAS, the costs associated with this settlement will be funded from previously appropriated Better Jacksonville Plan funds; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Incorporation of Recitals.  The recitals set forth above are incorporated herein by this reference.


Section 2.

Settlement Approved.
 The Office of General Counsel of the City of Jacksonville is hereby authorized to settle all outstanding damage claims made by the Owners arising from the condemnation of Parcels 118 and 718, for a settlement of the Owners’ damages in the total amount of $146,200.00 and statutory attorney’s fees in the amount of $19,800.00 and recoverable costs in the amount of $6,664.38 for a total monetary settlement of $172,664.38, the difference between the previously deposited amount and the monetary amount is $86,464.38, according to the terms of this Ordinance; and to execute all documents necessary to effect such settlement.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
