The funds were to be used for prevention research as part of a Substance Abuse Coalition Mini-Grant for Join Together Jacksonville to provide for the implementation of community-based substance abuse training for youth in Jacksonville. The appropriation is being de-authorized and rescinded due to the denial of the grant application and/or funding for the grant award
