I. SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PUD

The Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 1.44 acres of property from
Commercial Neighborhood (“CN”) to PUD. The PUD zoning district is being requested
to permit uses not originally included but being more consistent with market demands
within the vicinity and the established character of the community. The intent is to
permit commercial retail uses more particularly described below. This PUD rezoning
utilizes building orientations, use restrictions and maximum floor areas, which serve to
adequately buffer and protect the surrounding residential properties.

The subject property (the *“Property”) is located on Old Kings Road between
University Boulevard and Baymeadows Road, being more particularly described in the
legal description attached as Exhibit “A” to this application. The property is located in
the NC land use category. The PUD will allow for additional commercial uses,
conveniently located to serve the immediate neighborhoods located along Old Kings
Road. Access to the Property is from this same roadway.

The proposed PUD seeks to modify the permitted uses to allow for uses more
consistent with market demands for the area and to rectify nonconformities that exist on
the property. All uses prohibit outdoor storage and require all activities associated with
any use to occur indoors with all access doors closed. Two architecturally similar
buildings exist on the site and will house a maximum of 14,500 square feet of
commercial uses.

The surrounding zonings and property uses are as follows:

North NC CN Gas Station/ Shopping Plaza
East MDR RMD-D Multi-family Residential

South  MDR RMD-D Multi Family Residential

West NC CN Shopping Plaza, Animal Hospital
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PUD DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA

A. Permitted uses, structures and dimensions:

Permitted uses.

All types of professional and business offices, medical
and dental or chiropractic offices and clinics.

Neighborhood retail sales of new and used merchandise
(but not pawn shops), service establishments such as
barber or beauty shops; art galleries, dance, art,
gymnastics, fitness center, martial arts, music and
photography studios, including theatres for stage
performances.

Veterinarians and animal grooming facilities where the
operation does not include the boarding of animals.

" Restaurants, including the sale and service of all alcoholic

beverages in conjunction with the operation of a Bona-
Fide Restaurant, where food ordered from a menu and
prepared for consumption on the premises.

Permanent outdoor sales and service where the operation
is appropriately scaled and located in relation to the use
and the surrounding area. This use shall be subject to the
review of the Planning Department Staff at each
verification of substantial compliance. Further, this use
shall not permit any amplified music to be operated in
conjunction with this activity.

An establishment which includes the retail sale of beer
and wine in sealed containers for off-premises
consumption or on premises consumption or both.

Houses of Worship, Art galleries, museums, community
centers, dance, art, gymnastics, karate, martial arts or
music studios, vocational, trade of business schools and
similar uses.

Other uses not included herein, as permitted or
permissible by zoning exception within the CN zoning
district, and where the use is approved through a zoning
exception granted by the City’s Planning Commission as
applicable.
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2. Permitted accessory uses and structures. Accessory uses and
structures are permitted as provided in Section 656.403, Zoning Code.

3. Minimum lot requirement (width and area). None, except as
otherwise required for certain uses.

4, Maximum lot coverage by all buildings. None, except as otherwise
required for certain uses.

5. Minimum yard requirements.

Front — None.

Side — None (unless located adjacent to a residential district, where
the setback shall not be less than 10 feet).

Rear — 50 feet.

6. Maximum height of structures. 45 feet.

B. Buffer between Commercial and Residential Parcels: As indicated on
the Site Plan, a mixture of fencing, landscape buffers and/or storm water ponds are
provided to buffer the commercial uses from surrounding residential developments. A
minimum rear setback of fifty (50) feet is required, in which the owner shall maintain
storm water ponds and/or natural vegetation as shown on the Site Plan.

C. Vehicular Access: Access to the Property will be from Old Kings Road.
So long as the adjacent northwest property is used for commercial uses, there shall be no
barriers or fences, which prohibit vehicular access to and from that property as depicted
on the site plan.

D. Parking: Off-street parking will be provided in accordance with the
City’s Zoning Code. Shared parking may be utilized to achieve parking requirements,
provided however that the required number of spaces shall be met on the overall site.

E. Pedestrian Access: There is a sidewalk along Old Kings Road that will
remain. Additionally, internal sidewalks will be provided along the exteriors of the
buildings.

F. Signage: All signage within the development will comply with the
regulations set forth in Part 13 of the Zoning Code. However, the two existing signs
shown on the Site Plan may be located not less than eight (8) feet from the Old Kings
Road right-of-way line.

G. Landscaping: Landscaping within the PUD will be installed and
maintained in accordance with the requirements set forth in Part 12 of the Zoning Code.
The landscaped area will allow for the inclusion of native or ornamental vegetation, trees,
and shrubs, fencing and irrigation. As set forth above in Section ILB of this Written
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Description, there shall be an eight (8) foot high visual screen no less than 85% opaque
along portions of the southern and eastern boundaries to screen the development from
surrounding residential uses.

H. Architectural Controls: Buildings, structures, and signage shall be
constructed and painted with materials that are aesthetically compatible with a similar
design and color scheme of the development. Satellite dishes and other antennas which
could be used for reception of television and other similar broadcasts are prohibited
unless such satellite dishes or antennas are located either on the rooftop or side of a
building which is not adjacent to a public right of way. Satellite dishes or antennas must
be screened from view from adjacent property. Satellite dishes or antennas located on the
side of a building must be screened from any roadways by landscaping and/or opaque
fencing which is aesthetically compatible with the other structures located, or to be
located, on the Property.

Dumpsters, propane tanks, and similar appurtenances shall be kept behind
substantially opaque landscaping or enclosures composed of the same material and
painted the same color as the other structures located, or to be located, on the Property,
such that the dumpster, propane tank, and similar appurtenances are screened from view
from surrounding roadways and adjacent properties.

I. Storm Water Retention: Retention shall meet the requirements of the
City of Jacksonville and all other state or local agencies with jurisdiction including the St.
Johns River Water Management District. Storm water retention areas may be located on
or off-site and may be shared with other parcels provided the storm water design for the
entire PUD meets the standards and requirements of the City of Jacksonville and the St.
Johns River Water Management District.

J. Lighting and Outdoor Speaker Restrictions: Lighting shall be designed
and installed so as to prevent glare or excessive light on adjacent property and so as to
minimize the impact on adjacent residential uses. Outdoor speakers and audio systems
shall be prohibited.

K. Prohibited Uses: Gun sales and pawn shops

L. Maodifications: Amendment to this approved PUD district may be
accomplished through either an administrative deviation, minor modification, or by filing
an application for rezoning as allowed by Section 656.341 of the Zoning Code. Provided,
however, that the Conceptual Site Plan may be revised to decrease the size of one or both
of the buildings and to increase the size of the parking area without an administrative
deviation, minor modification, or rezoning, as long as the revised site plan meets the
PUD Development Criteria provided herein. Additional uses may be permitted through a
PUD rezoning.

II1. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A. Consistency with the Comprehensive Plan: The proposed commercial
uses are consistent with the NC land use category.
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B. Consistency with the Concurrency Management System: Pursuant to
the provisions of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code and the Comprehensive Plan, the
development will comply with the requirement of the Concurrency Management System.

C. Allocation of Residential Land Use: The development does not propose
any residential development and, therefore, is consistent with the residential allocations
set forth in the Comprehensive Plan.

D. Internal Compatibility: The proposed PUD contains limitations on the
commercial uses permitted on the subject property as well as a common development
scheme which contains special provisions for signage, landscaping, sidewalks, and other
issues relating to the common areas and vehicular and pedestrian traffic. Access to the
Property is from Old Kings Road.

E. External Compatibility/Intensity of Development: Surrounding land
use designations and zoning districts include NC/CN to the north (across Old Kings
Road), NC/CN to the west, MDR/RMD-D to the south and east. Surrounding property
uses include a shopping plaza to the west, a shopping plaza and filling station to the
north, and multi-family dwellings to the south and east. A combination of fencing,
landscaping, and buffering will be provided to screen commercial uses in the proposed
PUD and provide an effective transition from the commercial uses to the adjacent multi-
family residential properties. Therefore, the proposed PUD is compatible in both
intensity and density with the surrounding development and zoning districts.

F. Maintenance of Common Areas and Infrastructure: Common areas
will be maintained by the owner.

G. Impact on Wetlands: There are no known wetlands on site; however,
any development impacting wetlands will be permitted pursuant to local, state and federal
permitting requirements.

H. Listed Species Regulations: The Property is less than fifty acres;
therefore, a listed species survey is not required.

I. Off-Street Parking Including Loading and Unloading Areas: Unless
otherwise agreed to by the Planning and Development Department, off street parking will
be provided as required by the Jacksonville Ordinance Code.

J. Sidewalks, Trails and Bikeways: There is an existing sidewalk along
Old Kings Road. Internal sidewalks will be provided along the exteriors of the buildings.

v Additional Criteria for Review

A. The proposed commercial activities are compatible with the contiguous
uses and zoning and compatible with the character of the area considering
the population density, the design, orientation and scale of the uses and the
buildings on the property. The uses promote a town center type
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atmosphere, promoting uses that the neighborhoods could use on a daily
basis and provide those uses at an appropriate scale, closer to their homes
and thus reducing trip lengths for such uses/services.

The uses do not pose any environmental impacts inconsistent with the
character of the area nor any threat to the public health, safety or welfare.

The uses would not have detrimental effects upon vehicular or pedestrian
traffic or parking conditions or result in the generation of traffic
inconsistent with the health or safety of the community. In fact these uses
will deter traffic generation as they will serve the needs of the surrounding
community, offering them shorter trips or even walkable convenience to
such uses.

These uses will not have detrimental effect upon the future development
of contiguous properties or the general area according to the
Comprehensive Plan. These uses are permitted within the NC land use
category and promote various components of the plan including the new
mobility program by offering convenient location of services to such
neighborhoods in effort to reduce trip lengths.

The uses as conditioned will not result in the creation of objectionable or
excessive externalities which would affect the surrounding properties.
Further, the site is located along a collector roadway which is heavily
traveled. The orientation of the development helps to screen the noise of
this corridor from the surrounding community and any uses on the property
will be oriented back toward this collector roadway.

The uses will not overburden existing public services and do not require
any additional services beyond what is already available or would be
needed for any permitted use.

Sufficient access does exist to permit entry on to the property by all
emergency services. '

The uses proposed are consistent with the standards and criteria of the
Zoning Code for such uses and in considering the character, scale and
needs of the community

The alcoholic beverage uses proposed are integral to the PUD as they
promote the neighborhood restaurants that otherwise do not exist in the
vicinity.

The alcoholic beverage uses are not directly visible along the line of
measurement as defined in s.656.806 and is physically separated from the
nearest such facility. Old Kings Road, a heavily traveled collector roadway
exists between the uses. Further, the nearest distance to the grounds
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actually used by the nearest house of worship is more than three hundred
feet away and any view of the same is heavily obscured by existing
vegetation on the property.

. Additionally, there are several other existing liquor license locations of a

similar nature in the immediate vicinity of the proposed location, including
one as close as 150 feet from the church property.
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
