AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 8.60( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 6 AT 12622 hood landing road BETWEEN julington creek road and tar kiln road (R.E. NO(s). 158228-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY eleanor l. fowler, FROM rr-acre (residential rural-acre) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit single family residential uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE summerton PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Eleanor L. Fowler, the owner(s) of approximately 8.60( acres located in Council District 6 at 12622 Hood Landing Road between Julington Creek Road and Tar Kiln Road (R.E. No(s). 158228-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RR-Acre (Residential Rural-Acre) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RR-Acre (Residential Rural-Acre) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated August 31, 2011 and written description dated August 31, 2011 for the Summerton PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit single family residential uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Eleanor L. Fowler and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Charles L. Mann, 165 Arlington Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32211; (904) 721-1546.


Section 3.

Legal Description

All of the land and improvements described in that certain Quit Claim Deep recorded in Official
Records Volume 1773, Page 291, of the Current Public Records of Duval County, Florida;
excepting therefrom the property described in the instruments recorded in Official Records
Volume 2570. Page 459, Official Records Volume 4594, Page 249, Official Records Volume
5251, Page 415, and Official Records Volume 5528, Page 963, all in the Current Public Records
of Duval County, Florida.

Said land being more particularly described as follows:

FOR A POINT OF BEGINNING, begin at the northwest corner of “Julington Pines”, as shown on
the Plat thereof, and recorded in Plat Book 37, Page 66, of the Current Public Records of said
Duval County, Florida, and run thence south 00°32'46" east, along the westerly line of said
“Julington Pines”, a distance of 41.38 feet, to a point on the monumented north line of those
land described and recorded in Official Records Volume 4594, Page 249 (and currently in
Official Records Book 15062, Page 27), all in the current Public Records of said Duval County,
Florida; run thence south 79°00'55"west, along last said line, a distance of 250.00 feet, to a
point on the east line of “Steeplechase”, as recorded in Plat Book 41, Pages 87 and 87A of the
current Public Records of said Duval County, Florida; run thence north 00°34'00" west, along
the aforesaid east line of “Steeplechase”, a distance of 668.32 feet, to a point on the
monumented south line of lands described and recorded in Official Records Volume 5528, Page
963 of the current Public Records of said Duval County, Florida; run thence north 88°26'27"
east, along the monumented south line of those lands described and recorded in Official
Records Volume 5528, Page 963, and then the monumented south line of lands described and
recorded in Official Records Volume 2570, Page 459, a distance of 631.65 feet, to a point on
the westerly right-of-way line of Hood Landing Road (a 66 foot road right-of-way, as currently
established), said point also lying 907.54 feet northerly of the intersection of Hood Landing
Road and Julington Creek Road, as per Official Records Volume 5528, Page 963 of the aforesaid
Current Public Records; run thence, along the westerly right-of-way line of Hood Landing Road,
the following two (2) courses and distances:

COURSE NO.1: Run thence southerly, along and around the arc of a curve, being concave
easterly, and having a radius of 5,729.65 feet, through a central angle of 00°21'30" to the left,
an arc distance of 35.82 feet, to the point of tangency of said curve, said arc being subtended
by a chord bearing and distance of south 01°45'10" east, 35.82 feet;

COURSE NO. 2: South 01°55'23" east, a distance of 495.81 feet, to a point lying on the
northerly line of those lands described and recorded in Official Records Book 11727, Page 2432,
of the current Public Records of said Duval County, Florida; run thence south 80°41'38" west,
along last said line, and then along the north line of aforesaid “Julington Pines”, as recorded in
Plat Book 37, Page 66 of said current Public Records, a distance of 402.74 feet, to the point of
beginning.

The lands thus described contains 378,438 square feet or 8.688 acres, more or less, in area.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The subject propenrty, hereafter referred to as the “Property,” is legally described on Exhibit
1. The Property is identified as land described under Real Estate Number 158228-0000.
The Personal Representative of the Owner of the Property is Eleanor L. Fowler. The
Property contains 8.6 +/- acres and is located on the west side of Hood Landing Road
approximately 500 feet north of the intersection of Hood Landing Road and Julington Creek
Road. Currently the Property has an LDR Land Use and a RR Zoning.

In the surrounding area there are estate sized lots and developments with lots as small as
50-feet wide. The trend in the area, due to the improvements of JEA water and sewer, has
been to smaller lots. The subject Property will be served by JEA water and sewer.

The Plan of Development calls for 27 lots to be developed in a combination of 70 and 80
feet wide to try to reach a broader price point. There are design guides that will be
addressed in Item |ll Design Guidelines. The guidelines are based on input from various
property owners in the immediate area to help the project blend with the existing
development in the area.

USES AND RESTRICTIONS

A. Permitted Uses:
1. Single-family, detached homes i
B. Accessory Structures

1. Accessory uses and structures aré allowed as defined in Section 656.403 of the
Zoning Code.

C. Restrictions on Uses:

1. Trash cans, garbage cans, propane tanks and similar appurtenances must
be screened from any roadway by landscaping or opaque fencing, which is
compatible with other structures located on the property.

2. A request to deviate from the uses and restriction of this PUD shall be
evaluated through the PUD Minor Modification process. This process may
apply to a single lot or multiple lots under the same application.

3. All rights or exceptions in the LDR-70 Zoning District not otherwise listed
alone shall be allowed with the granting of a Zoning Exception by the
Planning Commission.
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lll. DESIGN GUIDELINES

Minimum lot area: 70,000 square feet

Minimum lot width: 70 feet

Maximum lot coverage: 50%

Minimum front yard: 20 feet

Minimum side yard: 5 feet

Minimum rear yard: 10 feet

Additional: 80-foot wide lots will be located along the south and west property line
where the project backs up to existing single family homes. However, lots 13 and
14, as depicted on the Site Plan, which backs up to the detention pond, may be 70

feet wide at the building set-back line.

Lots 15, 16 and 17, as depicted on the Site Plan, which are contiguous to lots on
Julington Pines Lane, will be restricted to single-story homes.

The storm water retention/detention pond will have, if wet, a fountain to keep down
the development of mosquito larva. If a dry pond is required, then no fountain
will be utilized.

All homes must be at least 35% brick, stucco, stacked stone or other similar
masonry product.

T1-11 plywood product will not be allowed on the front of any home.

There will be a wall a minimum of 6-feet high constructed along Hood Landing
Road constructed of either stucco or vinyl with columns.

The subject Property, due to size. Will be relieved from the requirement of providing
recreational area or paying into a récreational fund.

Parking Requirements:

a. The parking requirements for this development shall be consistent with the
requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

Vehicular Access:
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a. Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of Hood Landing Road,
substantially as shown in the Site Plan. The final location of all access points
is subject to the review and approval of the City’'s Traffic Engineer.

b. Within the Property, internal acbess shall be provided by City streets.

a. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with

the 2030 Comprehensive Plan or as approved by the City of Jacksonville
Planning and Development Department.

Signs

1. One (1) double-faced or two (2) single faced signs not to exceed twenty-four (24)
square feet in area and twelve (12) feet in height.

2. Directional signs shall not exceed four (4) square feet and must be approved by the
Jacksonville Planning and Development Department.

Landscaping

1. The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape
Regulations of the Zoning Code.

JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR

THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed project
will be beneficial to the surrounding neighborhood and community. The design and layout of

the PUD:

A. Allows for a creative approach through the use of natural features of the site with
existing vegetation and existing TOPO,;

B. Provides a more desirable environment than would be possible through the strict
application of the minimum requirements of the Zoning Code by creating more buffers
and landscaping;

C. Allows for an effective use of the land, resulting in lower development costs;

D. Provides an environment that is characteristic of the surrounding area;

E. Supports the retention of property values by providing needed services and support for
the surrounding residences and businesses in the area; and

F. Enhances the appearance of the area through the preservation of natural features,

vegetation, and by using existing TOPO and grade in order to develop the project.

PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A.

Consistency with Comprehensive Plan. According to the Future Land Use Map series
(FLUMSs) of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, the designated Land Use Category is LDR.
If the PUD is approved, the site will be consistent with the LDR Land Use Category and
the Comprehensive Plan.

Consistency with the Concurrency Management System. The Property will be
developed in accordance with the rules of the City of Jacksonville Concurrency
Management System Office (CMSO), and it has been assigned City Development
Number .

Allocation of Residential Land Use. This is a residential PUD

Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access. The proposed PUD contains limitations of the
uses permitted on the subject Property as well as a common development scheme that
contains provisions for signage, landscaping, sidewalks, and other issues relating to
common areas and vehicular and pedestrian traffic. The site will have direct access to
Hood Landing Road. The location of access points and driveway connections may vary
and the final location shall be subject to the review and approval of the Development
Services Division.

E. External Compatibility/intensity of Development. The Property is located in an existing
residential area along Hood Landing Road. The aesthetic and design guidelines will
ensure a development that is compatible with compliments recent activity in the
immediate area. The project allows limited residential development compatible with the
uses found along Hood Landing Road.

F. Recreation/Open Space. Will not be required

G. Impact on Wetlands. Development that would impact wetlands will be permitted
through the local, state, and federal agencies with jurisdiction.

H. Listed Species Regulations. The Property contains less than 50 acres and therefore a
listed species survey is not required.

|.  Off-Street Parking and Loading Requirements. The site will comply with Part 6 of the
Zoning Code or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

J. Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways. Sidewalks will be constructed as per the Goals and
Objectives of the Comprehensive Plan.

K. Stormwater Retention. Retention shall meet the requirements of the City of
Jacksonville and all other state or local agencies with jurisdiction including the St. Johns
River Water Management District.

L. Utilities. The Jacksonville Electric Authority (JEA) will provide all utilities.

PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

All successors in title to the Property, or any portion of the Property, shall be bound to all the
development standards and conditions of this PUD as contained herein and in the
Ordinance approving the same.

GOALS AND POLICIES

Specifically, the PUD complies with the following Goals, Objectives, and Policies of the
Comprehensive Plan, Future Land Use Element;

POLICY 3.1.1: The City shall develop through the Planning and Development
Department an incentive program to promote infilling of residential development on
vacant land designated for residential use on the Future Land Use Map Series. These
incentives will be reflected in the Zoning Code of the City's Land Development
Regulations.

POLICY 3.1.4: The City shall allow expansion of residential uses within identified
residential enclaves, and permit renovation and reconstruction of existing structures in
these areas. "
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POLICY 3.1.5: The City shall provide for development of a wide variety of housing types
by area, consistent with the housing needs characteristics and socioeconomic profiles of
the City's households as described in the Housing Element.
