AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.70( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7 AT 1794 rogero road BETWEEN rogero road, terry parker south AND GAMEWELL ROAD (R.E. NO(s). 142469-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY patrick j. middleton, FROM PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial uses, OFFICES AND CHURCH USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE 1794 rogero road PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Patrick J. Middleton, the owner(s) of approximately 0.70( acres located in Council District 7 at 1794 Rogero Road between Rogero Road, Terry Parker South and Gamewell Road (R.E. No(s). 142469-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated August 31, 2011 and written description dated August 24, 2011 for the 1794 Rogero Road PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, offices and church uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Patrick J. Middleton and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Greg S. Kupperman, 200 First Street, Suite B, Neptune Beach, Florida 32266; (904) 241-6611.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

I PURPOSE AND INTENT

It is the purpose and intent of this PUD to provide flexibility in planning, design
and development; to provide an environment compatible with surrounding land
use; to encourage the preservation of the natural site features: thereby promoting
the public health, safety, morals, order, comfort, convenience, appearance,
prosperity, and the general welfare of the community. The PUD will create a
unified development plan incorporating shared access, utilities, storm water
treatment and other development criteria. The creation of a master planned
development affords an efficient use of the land.

II. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT. LOCATION

The 1794 Rogero Road PUD will be located on land containing approximately .70
+- acres of land which is owned: by Patrick: Middleton. The PUD is located on
the west side of Rogero Road and south side of Terry Parker Drive South.

1.  PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT LAND USE DESCRIPTION

As depicted on the site plan which is part of this PUD application, the property is
developed as commercial, professional, business offices and a small
neighborhood church. A more detailed description of the uses that will be
allowed within the PUD and the use restrictions are contained herein.

This PUD district will differ from conventional zoning districts’ by excluding the
less desirable uses found in the conventional districts. The PUD district also
provides a site plan and is. specific as to maximum amount of square feet,
number of driveways, parking spaces, landscaping and other design criteria.

The Comprehensive Plan Land Use Designation for the subject property is CGC
(Community General Commercial). The subject property is currently zoned PUD
(Planned Unit Development) in accordance with Ordinance 96-409-390.

IV. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT PERMITTED USES AND
STRUCTURES

The .70 +- acres of land is developed as commercial, professional, business
offices and a small neighborhood church. The maximum enclosed square
footage proposed shall not exceed 4,400 square feet of enclosed area and a 800
square foot garage. The same is subject to the limitations of the Comprehensive
Plan. The subject property may be subdivided by area and number of potential
sites.

A. Permitted Uses and Structures.;h
1. Professional and business offices.
2. Medical, dental and chiropractor offices.
3. Facilities for the production of eyeglasses, hearing aids, dentures,

prosthetic appliances and similar products in conjunction with a
professional service being rendered at the time.

4. Financial services, credit unions and similar uses (no drive thru
tellers or cash advance type facility).

5. Dance, art, gymnastics, martial arts, music studios and similar
uses.

6. Vocational, trade or business schools.

7. Church including rectory (Sanctuary not to exceed 400 square feet

and not to exceed 40 seats).

B. Accessory Structures:

1. Accessory uses and structdres are allowed as defined in
Section 656.403 of the Zoning Code.

C. Restrictions on Uses:

1. Dumpsters, propane tanks and similar appurtenances must be
screened from any roadways by landscaping or opaque fencing
which is aesthetically compatible with other structures located, or to
be located, on the Property.

2. Any request to deviate from these restrictions on the aggregate
building area or uses shall be evaluated through the PUD minor
modification process with a revised Site Plan to evaluate the
internal and external compatibility of such proposed uses.

V. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT LOT AND BUILDING
REQUIREMENTS

A. The minimum lot requirements and building requirements
shall be in accordance with the requirements provided herein.

e Minimum lot requirements (Width and area):

- Width: Sixty (60) feet.

- Area: Six thousand (6,000) square feet.
o Maximum lot coverage by all buildings: Thirty five (35)

percent.

o Minimum Yard Requirements:

- Front: Eighteen (18) feet (existing).

- Side: Ten (10) feet.

- Rear: Ten (10) feet.

e Maximum height of all structures:  Thirty five (35) feet.

B. Parking Requirements

The parking requirements for this development shall be consistent with
Section 656.604 of the Zoning Code, and more specifically as described
herein. As existing and as depicted on the PUD site plan there will be
twenty one (21) parking spaces and one (1) handicap space.

C. Vehicular Access, Right-of-Ways and Driveways

Vehicular access to the subject property is via one (1) driveway
intersecting Rogero Road and one (1) driveway intersecting Terry Parker
Drive South. These accesses are,depicted on the accompanying PUD site
plan.

D. Tree Protection and Landscape Requirements

The subject property will be developed in accordance with the landscaping
requirements approved in the current PUD (Ordinance 96-409-390). In
addition to these requirements a ten (10) foot buffer shall be provided
contiguous to the single family residence located to the southwest corner
of the subject property. The same will meet the uncomplimentary buffer
requirements.

E. Signage

(i) Two (2) signs not exceeding a maximum of twenty four (24) square feet
externally illuminated not to exceed 12 feet in height. One (1) sign for each
building/use.

(i) Wall signs five (5) square feet on the exterior facing Rogero Road and
Terry Parker Drive South. i

F. Pedestrian Access and C‘irculation

External pedestrian access and circulation is provided as depicted on the
PUD site plan.

Internal pedestrian access and circulation will provide safe and easy
access from each of the parking fields to all of the facilities. The facilities
will provide adequate parking, handicap parking and accessible pedestrian
circulation.
