AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $309,000 FROM THE CONSTRUCTION–ACCESS ROAD/GATE F.S. #56 ACCOUNT TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR DIESEL EXHAUST SYSTEMS IN VARIOUS FIRE STATIONS, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 11-133; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2011-2012; AMENDING THE 2012-2016 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2011-406-E TO ELIMINATE THE BUDGET FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “FIRE STATION 56 ACCESS/GATE TRIDATA” AND PROVIDE A BUDGET FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “DIESEL FUME EXHAUST SYSTEM IMPRVMT”;PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Carryover. 
The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2011-2012.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for diesel exhaust systems in various fire stations. It has become a priority for the Fire and Rescue Department to see that its diesel fume exhaust systems comply with NFPA 1500 containment for vehicle exhaust and comply with OSHA 1910.1000 air quality standards for toxic and hazardous substances.
Section 4. 
CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2011-406-E, being the 2012-2016 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to eliminate the budget for the project entitled “Fire Station 56 Access/Gate TriData” and provide a budget for the project entitled “Diesel Fume Exhaust System Imprvmt.”  These projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.  This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2011-406-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2011-406-E shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
