Bill Summary:  This bill appropriates $382,876.90 from the U. S. Department of Agriculture to the Jacksonville Children’s Commission to provide additional funds to cover the costs of its After-School Food Program.  Provision is made for the carryover of appropriated funds into the 2011-2012 fiscal year.
Background Information:  At the time funding was approved, the program was not reimbursed for meals served to children ages 13 and over.  Since that time, the U. S. Department of Agriculture and the Florida Department of Health have revised the program to provide reimbursement for those meals.  The change is retroactive to October 1, 2010, and allows the City to cover allocated salaries and benefits for its Nutrition Program staff.
