AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $382,876.90 FROM THE U. S. DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE TO THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION (JCC) SPECIAL REVENUE GRANT FUND – AFTER-SCHOOL FOOD PROGRAM ACCOUNT TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL FUNDS TO COVER COSTS OF THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION’S AFTER-SCHOOL FOOD PROGRAM, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 11-135; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO FISCAL YEAR 2011-2012; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2011-2012.


Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide additional funds to cover costs of the Jacksonville Children’s Commission’s After-School Food Program (the “Program”). At the time funding for the Program was approved by T.D. 11-004, the Program was not reimbursed for meals served to children ages 13 and over. Since that time, the U.S. Department of Agriculture and the Florida Department of Health have revised the Program so as to provide reimbursement for those meals. The change, retroactive to October 1, 2010, allows the City to cover allocated salaries and benefits for its Nutrition Program staff.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
