Bill Summary: The bill appropriates $68,498 (a $23,998 continuation grant from the Florida Division of Emergency Management and $44,500 local grant match) to the Fire and Rescue Department to continue funding an emergency preparedness senior planner position.
Background Information: The position provides the resources needed to meet the state mandate to inspect hazardous material sites in Jacksonville in compliance with the City’s hazardous materials preparedness plan.  The position is assigned to the Fire and Rescue Department’s Emergency Preparedness Division.
Policy Impact Area: Hazardous material response planning
Fiscal Impact: The bill appropriates a $23,998 continuation grant from the Florida Division of Emergency Management and $44,500 local grant match.
